Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kade Bonenberger; Eileen Stolley; Cory Lurz; and Ryan Willert; John Word and Rusty Olney arrived at 7:02 p.m.  Others present:  LaTasha Buchholz Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; Woody Davis; Tammy Dahms and Brian DeGoes.

Stolley made Motion 18-01-08:1 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Willert made Motion 17-01-08:2 to approve the minutes of the special meeting of December 28, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 18-01-08:3 to approve all bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 10, 2018.  Stolley made Motion 18-01-08:5 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  Applications were received from Kid Cave and Paula Holley for obtaining a key fob for the auditorium.  After review, Lurz made Motion 18-01-08:6 to approve the requests.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]A. Water/Sewer:  Discussion was held on drainage from the new School Gym. Lurz had talked with the engineer from the State of South Dakota. The engineer’s advice was that the city council should contact their engineers and have a study done. Stolley made Motion 18-01-08:7 to contact Schmucker, Paul, Nohr, and Associates to have them get in contact with Cory Lurz and have a study conducted. The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.   

B.  Streets:  Discussion was held on paving Chestnut Street this year. Patrick Solon asked the council to decide if they wanted to completely asphalt the street or just chip seal it. 

C.  Solid Waste:  Lurz stated that the new metal flaps are installed and working well, and are still waiting for the new hinges. The pickup is getting fixed. Lurz stated that he would contact the State for how much they would sell their extra millings. 
	
D.  Liquor:  Inventory was done on January 1, 2018 by the bar manager, Jessi Fromm and the liquor committee.  Jackie Stilwell showed off the samples she had received from the flooring company. Discussion was held on the quotes for the flooring and acquiring new bar stools. After discussion, Bonenberger made Motion 18-01-08:8 to approve the flooring with the intent to use the rest of the money budgeted for flooring to repair and replace the bar stools. Jackie reported that there will be a Fireman’s Second Annual Coyote Calling Contest, the rules meeting with be on Friday, January 19, 2018 and a meal on Saturday, January 20, 2018 when the contestants weigh in. She will also have some different Olympic activities in the bar in February, while the Winter Olympics are taking place. 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Will advertise for Pool Manager and Pool Help in March.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The next special meeting for ordinance review will be Thursday, January 18, 2018 at 5:30 p.m.

Olney made Motion 17-01-08:9 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:03 p.m.
