Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, Micki Word, and Ryan Willert.  Members absent:  Kieth Prang and Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Nathan Riggins; Patrick Solon; JoBeth Uhlir; and Forrest Davis; 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Shuck made Motion 12-01-09:1 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of December 12, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  Shuck made Motion 12-01-09:2 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  During the discussion of the bills, Stolley questioned an invoice in the amount of $1,689.59 submitted by Dakota Pump and Control for repairs at the lagoon.  The consensus of the council was to place a “hold” on the payment until further information is received.  After the discussion, Shuck amended his motion to approve the bills as submitted, with the exception of the bill from Dakota Pump and Control in the amount of $1,689.59.  The amended motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the amended motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 10, 2012.  Word made Motion 12-01-09:4 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  One water leak has been repaired.  Further discussion was held on the repair problems at the lagoon.  The council requested written documentation of the problem be prepared and kept with the pending bill payment.  

B.  Streets:  Solon stated that Brian Hansen is preparing quotes on options for heating at the shop.  

C.  Solid Waste:  no report
	
D.  Liquor:  There is a sewer problem at the bar and several options for repairs were discussed.  Year-end inventory was completed on January 2, 2012. 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  no report 

F.  Public Safety:  There were several reports of graffiti on buildings in the city.  This graffiti was done during the early morning hours of January 1, 2012.  The monthly report was distributed. 

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor presented a proposal from TruGreen Chemical for spraying the park and ball field in 2012.   Stolley made Motion 12-01-09:5 to approve the proposal from TruGreen Chemical.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Discussion was held on the need to replace the auditorium’s garage door and opener and also to replace the two doors on the west side.  Quotes will be obtained.

2012 Salaries:  Salaries for 2012 were approved at the December 12, 2011 meeting (Motion 11-12-12:137).  The salaries are as follows:  Mayor-$1,320.00/year; Councilmembers - $1,200.00/year; Forrest Davis, Police Chief-$33,500.10/year; Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer-$27,552.45/year; JoBeth Uhlir, Bar Manager-$27,822.58/year; Billie Jo Eisenbraun-$14.58/hour; Nathan Riggins-$10.75/hour; Stephen Riggins-$8.24/hour; Patrick Solon-$13.47/hour; Jackie Stilwell-$10.97/hour; Tina Williams-$10.22/hour; Samantha DeKay-$7.47/hour; Bryce VanderMay-$7.47/hour; and Brad Stone-$7.47/hour.   

Shuck made Motion 12-01-09:6 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
