KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
October 9, 2017
7:00 P.M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Eileen Stolley, Kade Bonenberger, Ryan Willert, John Word, and Cory Lurz. Others present:  LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Brian Fromm; Jessie Fromm; Robin Jones; Jim Antonsen; Rusty Olney and Nathan Riggins. Bryan DeGoes; Shawna Bendt; Rich Bendt; and AJ Bendt arrived at 7:05 p.m. Patrick Solon arrived at 7:15 p.m. and Woody Davis arrived at 7:20 p.m.

Mayor Weller asked for the agenda to be amended to reflect the Prospects for Ward 1 City Council Replacement under the Mayor’s Report to move to the first item under new business. Willert made Motion 17-10-09:145 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Stolley made Motion 17-10-09:146 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of September 11, 2017; special meeting September 21, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review, Word made Motion 17-10-09:147 to approve all bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of September was distributed.  After a review of the information, Word made Motion 17-10-09:148 to approve the financial report with corrections to the Fund Report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  Jessie Fromm and Bryan Fromm addressed the council on their concerns about Dollar General coming to Kadoka. Jessie talked about how Dollar General has come into small towns and hurt the other local businesses that are already established. She does not want that to happen to the hardware store or the grocery store. Shawna Bendt presented an article to the council that addressed the same concern that Jessie noted. Further discussion was held. Mayor Weller told the group that nothing has been brought to the council’s attention about a Dollar General coming to town. 

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Lenny Sanftner, council member from Ward I stepped down from his position, which created a vacancy. Stolley made Motion 17-10-09:149 to appoint Rusty Olney to fill the vacant seat for a term of one year.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  Mayor Weller administered the oath of office to Rusty Olney.

B. Jim Antonsen – Drainage issue: Jim Antonsen was present to address the drainage problem with the new gym that is going in. Jim stated that with the black top and the building more water will run off then before. He informed the council that he had a discussion with the school and the school’s engineers were not going to touch the drainage because they were not tearing out any approaches. Jim asked the council if there was any way to put in a storm drainage system to help redirect the water away from his house. Discussion was held. Cory Lurz will contact the state to see what can be done.

C. OPEN BIDS – Water Main Project Bid Project #1 Part A and Part B:

Part B:  Sealed bids for “Part B” for the Water Main Project Bid/5th Avenue/ Stillwell/Gropper water line were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Peter’s Excavation - $30,000 and Quinn Construction - $27,400. 

Part A:  Sealed bids for “Part A” for the Water Main Project Bid/ Cedar Street & 5th Avenue project were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Quinn Construction - $39,600 and Peter’s Excavation - $60,000.

After discussion, Lurz made Motion 17-10-09:150 to reject all bids for Part A and Part B of the Water Main Project. The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, Lurz yes, Bonenberger yes, Stolley yes, Willert yes, Olney yes, Word abstained; motion carried 5-0-1.

Stolley made Motion 17-10-09:151 to authorize Nathan Riggins to order the material for both projects Part A and Part B, so the materials are on hand next year when the projects are rebid. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, Olney yes, Stolley yes, Lurz yes, Willert yes, Bonenberger yes, Word abstained motion carried 5-0-1.

D. Second Reading Budget Ordinance 2018-A: The second reading of Budget Ordinance 2018-A was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Stolley made Motion 17-10-09:152 to approve Budget Ordinance 2018-A.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

E. Second Reading Fireworks Ordinance: The second reading of the Fireworks Ordinance was held. At the conclusion of the second reading, Willert made Motion 17-10-09:153 to approve Fireworks Ordinance. The motion was seconded by Lurz. A roll call vote was taken, Lurz yes, Stolley yes, Word yes, Bonenberger yes, Word yes, Olney abstained; motion carried 5-0-1.

F. Approve 2018 Dakota Care/Delta Dental Insurance:  Stolley made Motion 17-10-09:154 to approve the Dakota Care and Delta Dental insurance policies for city employee’s health and dental coverage.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    
 

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer: Nathan gave a report to the council on what Hydro Clean found when they cleaned and televised the pipes. He informed the council what it would cost to have Hydro Clean come in and spot fix the problems that were found. The council requested at the next meeting that Nathan bring a map with the location of the problem spots marked to decide on a course of action. 

B.  Streets:  Discussion was held on possible buying more gravel and fixing some culverts around town. 

C.  Solid Waste:  The city has not heard from the tire company out of North Dakota, Lurz said he would try calling them again. Discussion was held on placing a path out to the land fill dumping area with millings and possible purchasing a magnet to help with picking up old nails and other metal debris that get scattered when the dump is pushed up. 

D.  Liquor:  Homecoming was busy. Jackie plans on having a Halloween Party at the bar. Jackie hired standup comedian Talon Saucerman on November 11, 2017. Jackie informed the council that she will be going to Rapid City to pick out some different floor samples. She hopes to put in a new floor at the beginning of the year. She also informed the council that they might need to look into purchasing new bar stools as well as flooring, some of the old bar stools have lost their feet and will cut into the new floor. Jackie stated that she would look into other solutions on the feet for the bar stools. 

E.  Auditorium/Park: Painting on the Depot is almost complete all Billie Jo has left is the upper trim. The new windows that were put in the auditorium were custom made but the screens didn’t fit. The company will be sending out different custom screens to fit the windows. Bryan Hanson will possible install the new furnace on the 19th of October.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  An update of the city’s efforts to clean up the junk properties was discussed. Discussion was held on the Standing Bear property. After discussion, Olney made Motion 17-10-09:155 to have the city reimburse Economic Development the cost of tearing down the Standing Bear property and waive the disposal fee at the landfill. The motion was seconded by Bonenberger. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  Discussion was held on direct deposit for payroll. Stolley made Motion 17-10-09:156 to switch from basic online banking to classic online banking. The motion was seconded by Word with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
