Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Kieth Prang, Ryan Willert, and Dick Stolley.  Members absent:  Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Forrest Davis; Marlene Knutson and Justin Otsea from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District; JoBeth Uhlir; Rusty Olney; Mayola Horst; Kolette Struble; and Joyce Hicks.  Rich Bendt arrived at the meeting at 7:10 p.m. and Nathan Riggins arrived at 7:20 p.m.

Shuck made Motion 11-10-11:108 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of September 12, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 11-10-11:109 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of September was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 11-10-11:110 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

A.  2nd Reading of Budget Ordinance 2012-A:  The second reading of the 2012 Budget Ordinance (Ordinance 2012-A) was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Shuck made Motion 11-10-11:111 to approve Budget Ordinance 2012-A.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
   

B.  1st Reading of Redistricting Ordinance 2011-2:  The first reading of an ordinance establishing revised ward and precinct boundaries was held.  The second reading will be held at the November 14, 2011 meeting.
  
C.  Building Permit/Rick Wilmarth:  A building permit was submitted by Rick Wilmarth for approval.  After review, Prang made Motion 11-10-11:112 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  
D.  Kolette Struble:  Kolette Struble was present and addressed the council regarding the application process for obtaining a malt beverage/package off sale SD wine license.  After a review of the process, she was advised to return the completed application, along with the application fee to the finance office by no later than October 27, 2011.  If all of the paperwork and proper notifications are published, the council will hold the public hearing on this application at the November 14, 2011 meeting.

E.  Jackson County Hazard Mitigation Plan:  Jackson County is in the process of updating the existing pre-disaster hazard mitigation plan for the county.  The county was requesting the city sign a commitment letter as a participant in the multi-jurisdictional plan.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 11-10-11:113 to authorize the mayor to sign the commitment letter on behalf of the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

F.  Central South Dakota Enhancement District:
     
     (1)  Establishment of a Planning and Zoning Commission:  The following individuals have agreed to serve as members of the planning and zoning commission:  Tammy Merchen, Jim Brown, Cindy VanderMay, Mike Groven, and Kelly O’Connell.  Willert made Motion 11-10-11:114 to name these individuals to the planning and zoning commission, effective immediately.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

     (2)  State Historic Preservation Office:  At the September council meeting, a memo and letter from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District, written to the State Historic Preservation Office was presented for review and to be signed by the mayor.  A motion authorizing the mayor to sign the letter failed to pass.  The council wanted a representative from the CSDED to be present at this meeting to discuss the letter and the project (which is being done on behalf of the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation).  The Central South Dakota Enhancement District chose to have the letter signed by Rusty Olney of the Economic Development Corporation, which was done prior to this meeting.  Therefore, any discussion of the letter and the project, as requested by the council was no longer required.

     (3)  Update on Economic Development:  No additional information was presented.

G.  Department Tours/Colby Shuck:  Colby Shuck discussed the possibility of having the council, as a group, tour the various departments of the city, such as the swimming pool, transfer station, etc.  Council members were receptive to the idea and thus it will be pursued in the future.    

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  no report  

B.  Streets:  no report  

C.  Solid Waste:  Prang stated that the tin needs to be moved out of the building and the cardboard needs to be put into the recyclable trailer.  An over-all cleaning of the premises needs to be done.  

D.  Liquor:  There is poker on Monday nights and bingo on Thursday nights.  The committee approved the hiring of Samantha DeKay as a part time bartender.  JoBeth Uhlir stated that she would like to explore the possibility of having a dance the weekend of opening deer season.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Discussion was held about hiring a temporary part time custodian for the auditorium to assist during the months of December through February.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 11-10-11:115 to advertise the position.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayors Report:  no report  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Stolley made Motion 11-10-11:116 to go into executive session for personnel.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes. The council, along with JoBeth Uhlir went into executive session at 7:50 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at  8:19p.m.
