In the absence of Mayor Weller, Council President Brad Jorgensen called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Brad Jorgensen; Ryan Willert; Arne Lund; and John Word.  Council members absent:  Colby Shuck and Lenny Sanftner.  Others present:  Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; Robyn Jones; John Berry; Lisa Berry; Rusty Olney; JoBeth Uhlir; and Nathan Riggins. 

Word made Motion 15-10-12:107 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of September 16, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  Lund made Motion 15-10-12:108 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 15-10-12:109 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word. Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Operating Agreement/Club 27:  John and Lisa Berry were present and addressed the council.  They are in the process of purchasing Club 27 and were requesting to have the current operating agreement transferred to them.  Willert made Motion 15-10-12:110 to approve the transfer of the operating agreement for Club 27 to John and Lisa Berry and to waive the transfer fee.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]B.  Economic Development:  Rusty Olney and JoBeth Uhlir were present to discuss run down and vacant properties located in Kadoka.  They are hoping to obtain some of these properties and remove them and clean up the lots and then make them available so that new housing can be located on the lots.  They asked the council to consider making city equipment and labor available to remove the properties and for disposal at the landfill.  They did not want a decision at this time.  They are also planning to approach the county for assistance with tax abatement on these properties, once they are obtained.  They are seeking grants to help fund this project.  
 
C.  Approve 2016 Dakota Care/Delta Dental Insurance:  Willert made Motion 15-10-12:111 to approve the Dakota Care and Delta Dental insurance policies for city employee’s health and dental coverage.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  
  
D.  Second Reading of Budget Ordinance 2016-A:  The second reading of Budget Ordinance 2016-A was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Willert made Motion 15-10-12:112 to approve Budget Ordinance 2016-A.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  The sewer project has been completed.  A water leak that was discovered during the work on the sewer project still needs to be repaired.  Also, 2 additional water leaks have been repaired.

B.  Streets:  The culvert under Main Street at the intersection of Main Street and Maple Street will need to be replaced.  The cost will be approximately $2,000.00.  

C.  Solid Waste:  The rubble site needs to have clean-up work done, which will be arranged in the near future.  Options on recyclable items and other sources for disposal will be explored.  
	
D.  Liquor:  The south wall of the bar is leaking.  Willert contacted John Neisner and he will be here Saturday to check the wall and advise on the repairs.   

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Final fall clean-up work is being done.     
 
F.  Public Safety:  Monthly report was distributed.

G.  Mayor’s Report:  no report
    
Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Willert made Motion 15-10-12:113 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Finance Officer Patty Ulmen went into executive session at 8:03 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:23 p.m.

Willert made Motion 15-10-12:114 to set the annual salary for Jackie Stilwell at $30,000.00/per year and the hourly salary of Lisa Berry at $11.00/per hour, retroactive to August 17, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Jorgensen made Motion 15-10-12:115 to pay an hourly salary of $8.50/per hour to the following 3 part-time bartenders:  Alexandra Smiley, Amy Smiley, and Jessi Fromm.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Willert made Motion 15-10-12:116 to increase the annual salary of Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer by the amount of $6,000.00 to assume the water billing duties, retroactive to August 17, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Willert made Motion 15-10-12:117 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
