Stolley made Motion 19-10-14:127 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

NEW BUSINESS:

A. Library Board: The Library Board was unable to make it this night. They will be rescheduled to the regular meeting in November.

B.  Elizabeth Meighen/Culvert: Elizabeth Meighen addressed the Council about placing a culvert at the end of her street to help with water and snow drainage. Discussion was held on whether or not to place a culvert at the end of the street. It was decided that a culvert would not solve the problem but steps would be taken to help solve the snow drainage issue.

C.  Second Reading Budget Ordinance 2020-A: The second reading of Budget Ordinance 2020-A was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Willert made Motion 19-10-14:131 to approve Budget Ordinance 2020-A.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Approve 2020 Dakota Care/Delta Dental Insurance:  Olney made Motion 19-10-14:132 to approve the Dakota Care and Delta Dental insurance policies for city employee’s health and dental coverage.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.    

E.  First Reading Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2019-SA1:  The first reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2019-SA1 was held.  The second reading will be held at the next regular meeting, November 11, 2019.

F.  Building Permit/Ashley Schofield:  A building permit from Ashley Schofield was presented for approval.  After review, Huffman made Motion 19-10-14:133 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Mayor Weller told the council what he had learned about Code Enforcement at the Municipal League meeting in Aberdeen. 

B.  Water/Sewer:  Cory Handrahan, Marvin Moor and Heidi Coller were present from the Kadoka Nursing Home to discuss plumbing the sump pumps into the sewer system to keep the streets and sidewalks from icing up in the winter time. Discussion was held, other ideas were presented for a long term solution to the problem. Following discussion, it was decided the simplest solution would be to plumb the sump pumps into the sewer. 

Ryan Willert informed the council that Nathan Riggins has been flushing hydrants around town and has been getting a really good flush on them.

C.  Streets:  The culverts have arrived, Patrick Solon plans on still placing the culverts on Popular Street before the weather turns cold. Discussion was held on recent snow removal.

D.  Solid Waste:  The Transfer Station and Rubble Site are back in compliance with the state.

Joe Hanrahan’s quote for the airport building was presented. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 19-10-14:134 to accept the quote for $9,770.98 to repair the airport building and have Joe start work on the project as soon as possible. The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

E.  Liquor:  The breaker boxes still need to be installed.

Poker has been going well. Bingo might be moved to a different night to try and bring in a bigger crowd.

There is a Pool Tournament that will be held on October 19th. 

Loose Change will be playing at the Halloween Party at the bar on October 26th.

F.  Auditorium/Park: There still needs to be new exhaust fans and a new furnace placed in the Auditorium.

A Special Liquor licenses was requested for the Holiday Fair on November 3, 2019. Stolley made Motion 19-10-14:135 to allow the Special Liquor License on November 3, 2019 for the Holiday Fair. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

H.  Mayor’s Report: A release of Liabilty and Mutual Agreement contract was presented to the Council, after everyone had a chance to read the contract. Stolley made Motion 19-10-14:136 to authorize the City Council to sign the contract that the City Attorney had drawn up for the release of liability and mutual agreement. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel & Legal:  Willert made Motion 19-10-14:137 to go into executive session to discuss personnel and legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:50 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:05 p.m.  

No action was taken.

Stolley made Motion 19-10-14:138 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:06 p.m.
