After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 18-10-08:114 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

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Citizen Input:  Colby Shuck addressed the council with an update on how the Main Street Building is progressing. 

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Second Reading of Mobile Home Ordinance: The second reading of the Mobile Home Ordinance was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Willert made Motion 18-10-09:115 to approve the Mobile Home Ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

B.  Second Reading Budget Ordinance 2019-A: The second reading of Budget Ordinance 2019-A was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Stolley made Motion 18-10-09:116 to approve Budget Ordinance 2019-A.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

C. Approve 2019 Dakota Care/Delta Dental Insurance:  Stolley made Motion 18-10-08:117 to approve the Dakota Care and Delta Dental insurance policies for city employee’s health and dental coverage.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.    

D.  First Reading of the New Kadoka City Ordinances: The first reading of the New Kadoka City Ordinance was held. The second reading will be held at the regular meeting on November 12, 2018.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Willert gave the water report. He informed the council that Nathan Riggins was tagging and flushing the fire hydrants around town. Nathan Riggins should have the project completed by the end of October.

B.  Streets:  Patrick Solon informed the council that he is still waiting on getting the gravel hauled. Discussion was held on culverts and drainage around town.

C.  Solid Waste:  Dozer work needs to be done at the Transfer Station to move the concrete.

D.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell requested that the City Council hire Cheyenne Herber as a part-time bartender. Willert made Motion 18-10-08:118 to hire Cheyenne as a part-time bartender at a salary of $9.00/hr. Stout seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

Jackie Stilwell informed the council that Pool League will start October 31, 2018. There will be two teams out of the City Bar this year. There will be a Halloween party on November 3, 2018, and an Ugly Sweater & Karaoke on December 7, 2018.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:   Patrick Solon informed the council that the State has come out and looked at the Airport light system. The State is going to be sending out a new antenna to help with the radio signals. Discussion was held on allowing wine to be sold at the Holiday Fair, it was determined that the Department of Revenue should be called and asked about how to proceed on this issue.

F.  Public Safety/Code Enforcement:  The monthly report was distributed.    

G.  Mayor’s Report:  Bethel Church/Toby Madsen was tabled for another meeting. Mayor Weller informed the council that Tim Huffman had agreed to take the City Council position.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel & Legal:  Willert made Motion 18-10-08:119 to go into executive session to discuss personnel and legal.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Alvin Pahlke and Billie Jo went into executive session at 8:20 p.m.   The council was declared out of executive session at 8:55 p.m.  

No action was taken.
