The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of October was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 14-11-10:102 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council. 
  

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Wedding Reception Request:  Candy Buchholz and Karl Ireland addressed the council with a request to hold their wedding reception outside on Main Street.  They originally discussed holding it in the courtyard of the fire hall, but during the discussion, it was determined that because they wanted to serve beer and liquor, it would be a better option to block off the portion of main street in front of the city bar and set up the reception in that location.  The city would need to issue a temporary liquor license and the alcohol would be served by city employees within the designated area.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 14-11-10:103 to approve the request to block off a portion of Main Street and issued a temporary license for the purpose of serving beer and alcohol.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
    

B.  Approve 2015 Liquor Licenses:  Shuck made Motion 14-11-10:104 to approve the 2015 Liquor License Applications for:  Kadoka City Lounge; Kadoka City Liquor Store; and Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Bids for Heating and Vehicle Fuel for 2015:  Bids were received from Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.; Midwest Cooperatives; and Discount Fuel for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment Fuel; LP Gas (propane) and Unleaded Gasoline for city vehicles.  

· Bids for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  .05 below cash price/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

· Bids for LP Gas (propane) are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  $1.65/gallon (fixed bid); Midwest Cooperatives:  .05 below cash price.

· Unleaded Gasoline for City Vehicles:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  .05 below cash price/delivered; and Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

After review and discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 14-11-10:105 to accept all bids as submitted by Kadoka Oil, L.L.C for #1 and #2 diesel fuel for equipment, unleaded gasoline; and LP Gas (propane).  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Approve 2015 Dakota Care/Delta Dental Insurance:  Jorgensen made Motion 14-11-10:106 to approve the Dakota Care and Delta Dental insurance policies for city employee’s health and dental coverage.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A lengthy discussion was held about current water rates and the fact that there continues to be a deficit in the water fund.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 14-11-10:107 to increase the water rates effective January 1, 2015 as follows:  $13.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $4.00 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all residential and commercial customers; and, $15.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $4.50 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all rural customers.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  Further discussion was held regarding current sewer rates.  Shuck made Motion 14-11-10:108 to increase sewer rates to $8.00 per month.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0. 
   
B.  Streets:  Solon is busy getting equipment ready for the winter.  He will make a list of all property that needs to be declared as surplus property and have it for review at the December meeting.

C.  Solid Waste:  Cleanup has been done at the rubble site.  There are repairs that need to be done on the pickup and they will be done as soon as possible.

D.  Liquor:  There continues to be a good turnout for both poker and bingo.  Karaoke will be held on December 5, 2014.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  All repairs to the bathrooms have been completed.

F.  Public Safety:  monthly report was distributed

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The date for the public hearing on the planning and zoning ordinance will be set at the December meeting.

Lurz made Motion 14-11-10:109 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:43 p.m.
