After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 17-11-13:161 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Kadoka Area School/Shot Clock: Jamie Herman was present to ask the City Council if they would be willing to split the cost of the new shot clocks that have to be installed for the 2017 High School Basketball season. After discussion, Stolley made Motion 17-11-13:162 to split the cost of the shot clock with the school, with the money coming out of the 3B’s account. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, Olney-yes; Stolley-yes; Word-yes; Bonenberger-yes; Lurz-yes; Willert-no. The motion carried 5-1.

B. Charlie Carlson/Lease Land: Charlie Carlson was present to address the City Council about the damns on his lease property. He informed the council that the damns will not hold water because they are too full of mud. He was wondering if there was any way that Patrick and Nathan could go out and clean some of the mud out. Further discussion was held on water lines or just cleaning the damns out. After discussion, Bonenberger made Motion 17-11-13:163 to have Patrick and Nathan go out and clean the damn out on the Lagoon Property in a timely manner. The motion was seconded by Lurz. A roll call vote was taken, with all the members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
  
C.  Bids for Heating and Vehicle Fuel for 2018:  Bids were received from Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.; Midwest Cooperatives; and Discount Fuel for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment Fuel; LP Gas (propane) and Unleaded Gasoline for city vehicles.  

· Bids for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  #1 and #2 Diesel - .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  #1 and #2 Diesel - .06 below current charge price/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

· Bids for LP Gas (propane) are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  $1.390/gallon; Midwest Cooperatives:  .06 below current charge price/delivered.

· Unleaded Gasoline for City Vehicles:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  No Lead Gasoline and Ethanol Gasoline - .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  No Lead Premium Gasoline and Ethanol Gasoline - .06 below current charge price/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

After review and discussion, Willert made Motion 17-11-13:164 to accept all bids as submitted by Kadoka Oil, L.L.C for #1 and #2 diesel fuel for equipment, unleaded gasoline; and LP Gas (propane).  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

D.  Approve 2018 Liquor Licenses:  Olney made Motion 17-11-13:165 to approve the 2018 Liquor License Applications for:  Kadoka City Lounge; Kadoka City Liquor Store; and Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

E.  Building Permit/Mark Carlson:  A building permit from Discount Fuel/Mark Carlson was presented for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 17-11-13:166 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

F. First Reading of Ordinance 2017-SA4: The first reading of Ordinance 2017-SA4 was held.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Discussion was held on raising water and sewer rates. The city council wants to look at the state average and surrounding areas, more information will be discussed at the December meeting.   

B.  Streets:  Discussion was held on purchasing more gravel. After discussion, Willert made Motion 17-11-13:167 to purchase 100 tons of gravel delivered to the City of Kadoka. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    

C.  Solid Waste:  Quotes for a magnet will be obtained and presented at an upcoming meeting.
	
D.  Liquor:  Jackie reported that the comedians were well received on Saturday night. She informed the council that she will be getting flooring quotes and will present them at an upcoming meeting. There will be karaoke and an ugly sweater contest on December 8, 2017. An application from Denny Lottman was received for a part time bartender position.  Willert made Motion 17-11-13:168 to hire this applicant for the position at a salary of $9.00/hour.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.


E.  Auditorium/Park:  Brian Hanson will be coming to install the new furnaces sometime in the near future. The lights in the Annex need to be replaced with led lights. Discussion was held on a tree grant application. After discussion, Stolley made Motion 17-11-13:169 to apply for the UCF Challenge Grant Program. The motion was seconded by Lurz. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
