Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Kieth Prang, Ryan Willert, Dick Stolley, and Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Forrest Davis; Nathan Riggins, Kolette Struble, and Patrick Solon.  JoBeth Uhlir arrived at 7:05 p.m.

Stolley made Motion 11-11-14:118 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of October 11, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 11-11-14:119 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 11-11-14:120 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Malt Beverage Hearing:  Mayor Weller opened the public hearing on the application for a malt beverage/SD wine license for Creative Cuts and Fitness.  There was no one present to give their opinions regarding the application.  Stolley made Motion 11-11-14:121 to approve the application.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
 

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  2nd Reading of Redistricting Ordinance 2011-2:  The second reading of Ordinance 2011-2 establishing revised ward and precinct boundaries was held.  At the conclusion of the reading, Stolley made Motion 11-11-14:122 to approve Ordinance 2011-2.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  A copy of the map showing the redistricted wards is available for review in the City Finance Office.

B.  Approve 2012 Liquor Licenses:  Shuck made Motion 11-11-14:123 to approve the 2012 Liquor License Applications for:  Kadoka City Lounge; Kadoka City Liquor Store; and Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

C.  Bids for Heating and Vehicle Fuel for 2012:  The city accepted bids for 2012 for unleaded gasoline; #1 and #2 Diesel for heating and equipment; and LP Gas (propane).  There were bids received from Midwest Cooperatives, Kadoka Oil, L.L.C. and Discount Fuel.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The bids for unleaded gasoline (to include a tank with a pump and meter) are as follows:  Midwest Cooperatives:  .05/gallon below cash price/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current price at pump (does not include a tank with a pump and meter); Kadoka Oil, L.L.C:  no bid.  Shuck made Motion 11-11-14:124 to accept the bid from Midwest Cooperatives.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
· The bids for #1 and #2 Diesel for heating and equipment are as follows:  Midwest Cooperatives:  .05/gallon below cash price/delivered; Kadoka Oil, L.L.C:  .05/gallon below current charge price/delivered; Discount Fuel:  Equipment Fuel (#1 and #2 diesel): pump price/not delivered and Heating Fuel (#1 and #2 diesel):  no bid.  Willert made Motion 11-11-14:125 to accept the bid for #1 and #2 Diesel for heating and equipment from Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
· The bids for LP Gas (propane) are as follows:  Midwest Cooperatives:  $1.91/gallon (fixed); and Kadoka Oil, L.L.C:  $1.83/Gallon (fixed).  Shuck made Motion 11-11-14:126 to accept the bid from Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

D.  Dakota Care/Delta Dental Insurance:  Shuck made Motion 11-11-14:127 to approve the Dakota Care and Delta Dental Insurance Policies for city employee’s health and dental coverage.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  Streets:  The city has a number of items that can be designated as surplus scrap items.  A list will be compiled and value will be assessed.  

C.  Solid Waste:  The inspection of the transfer station and rubble site was conducted in October and the report was received with an acceptable rating.  The council commended Patrick Solon for his work in getting the site ready for the inspection.

D.  Liquor:  There will be karaoke at the bar during the Christmas Holiday.
