KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
NOVEMBER 9, 2015
7:00 P. M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Brad Jorgensen; Ryan Willert; Lenny Sanftner; and John Word.  Council members absent:  Colby Shuck and Arne Lund.  Others present:  Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Jessi Fromm; and Robyn Jones.  Ray Clements arrived at 7:04 p.m.; Sauntee Coller arrived at 7:25 p.m. and Colby Shuck arrived at 8:10 p.m. 

Jorgensen made Motion 15-11-09:118 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of October 12, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Sanftner made Motion 15-11-09:119 not to pay any bill that was previously tabled until the next meeting with the full council.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Word-yes; Jorgensen-no.  The motion failed 3-1.  

The bills were presented for approval.  Willert made Motion 15-11-09:120 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  Two additional bills were submitted for approval:  Best Western Ramkota - $255.00 (lodging/SDML conference) and Peoples Market - $766.30 (supplies).  During discussion, questions were raised about the bill from West River Excavation.  A call was placed to Sauntee Coller, who stated that he would come to the meeting to answer any questions.  Willert withdrew his motion and the bills will be addressed later in the meeting.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of October was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 15-11-09:121 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

He asked the council to waive fees at the transfer station/landfill for the disposal of these items.  No action was taken on the request.


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Hometown Christmas:  KCBA sponsored activities for Christmas were discussed.  The downtown portion of the activities will be held on Friday, December 4, 2015.  It will include business open houses, scavenger hunt, chili feed, and train rides.  Permission to block off a portion of Main Street from the fire hall to Aw! Shucks from 3:00 pm until 7:00 pm was requested and granted.  Christmas bingo will be held in the auditorium on Sunday, December 6, 2015.

B.  Bids for Heating and Vehicle Fuel for 2016:  Bids were received from Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.; Midwest Cooperatives; and Discount Fuel for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment Fuel; LP Gas (propane) and Unleaded Gasoline for city vehicles.  

· Bids for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  #1 and #2 Diesel - .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  #1 Diesel - $2.399/gallon/delivered and #2 Diesel - $1.999/gallon/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

· Bids for LP Gas (propane) are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  $0.989/gallon; Midwest Cooperatives:  $1.06/Gallon.

· Unleaded Gasoline for City Vehicles:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  No Lead Gasoline and Ethanol Gasoline - .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  No Lead Premium Gasoline - $2.649/gallon/delivered and No Lead Super Gasoline - $2.199/gallon/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

After review and discussion, Word made Motion 15-11-09:123 to accept all bids as submitted by Kadoka Oil, L.L.C for #1 and #2 diesel fuel for equipment, unleaded gasoline; and LP Gas (propane).  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

C.  Approve 2015 Liquor Licenses:  Willert made Motion 15-11-09:124 to approve the 2016 Liquor License Applications for:  Kadoka City Lounge; Kadoka City Liquor Store; and Club 27; and the 2015-2016 Malt Beverage License Application for Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

D.  Funding for Baseball Field Improvements:  At the council meeting held on August 10, 2015, Rich Bendt had asked the council to consider including $4,500.00 for improvements to the baseball field in the 2016 budget.  There are funds remaining in the 2015 budget to cover this request.  Jorgensen made Motion 15-11-09:125 to grant this request and to include the funding in this year’s budget.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

B.  Streets:  If there is funding available this year, gravel will be purchased and stockpiled.
