Olney made Motion 19-12-08:153 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Stolley made Motion 19-12-08:154 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of November 11, 2019 and the special meeting of November 11, 2019.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, Olney made Motion 19-12-09:156 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.


City of Kadoka Financial Statement as of 11-30-19:

Revenue:  General Fund - $88,315.66; 3 B’s Fund - $797.42; Liquor Fund - $41,033.73; Water Fund - $9,998.23; Sewer Fund - $2,827.35; Solid Waste Fund - $3,224.28.

Expense:  General Fund - $38,499.17; 3B’s Fund - $6,041.64; Liquor Fund - $34,406.56; Water Fund - $9,192.50; Sewer Fund - $2,740.76; Solid Waste Fund - $3,018.39.

Payroll:  Administration - $2,611.44; Streets - $2,908.43; Police - $3,062.80; Auditorium/Parks - $2,732.80; Liquor - $6,464.49; Water/Sewer – $2,386.84; Solid Waste - $1,072.81; Group Health/Dental - $7,098.98; Retirement - $2,078.42; Social Security/Medicare - $4,635.38.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $188,819.79; ATM Account - $2,869.24; Money Market Account - $1,589,618.91.
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Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

NEW BUSINESS:

A. Open Bids for 2020 Solid Waste Transportation Contract:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $525.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $1.00/trip for each .01/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Stolley made Motion 19-12-09:157 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Grillo.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.      

B.  2018 Audit Report: The 2018 Audit Report from Wohlenberg, Ritzman & Company was distributed to the council, along with prices for next year’s audit. Following discussion, Stolley made Motion 19-12-09:158 to approve the second option that was presented by Wholenberg, Ritzman & Company, which is a three year engagement, and have them come out and meet with the council to do closing remarks. The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.      

C.  KCBA: KCBA would like to purchase snowflakes to hang up on the Street Lights to replace the previous ones. KCBA would like to hold off until January to order, to allow them to receive them at a 40% discount. The only problem is that they are worried the money they are allocated will go back in to the unreserved fund, and they will not have enough to purchase the snowflakes in the 2020 budget. KCBA would like the council to allocate the left over money from this year into next year’s budget. Following discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-12-09:159 to allow KCBA to allocate the money for later. The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Designate Official Depository, Official Newspaper and Official Attorney for 2020:  Stolley made Motion 16-12-12:160 to make the following designations:  BankWest as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka. The meetings will stay the second Monday of every month.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Will run another ad for the code enforcement position. 

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins has finished flushing all of the fire hydrants and all are in working order. The water project advertisements were passed around to look at and will be discussed at the meeting in January. 

Nathan Riggins attended the water workshop that was held at the Kadoka Fire Hall. 

Discussion was held on allowing Nathan Riggins to attend SDARWS Annual Membership Meeting in Pierre, SD. Huffman made Motion 19-12-09:161 to allow Nathan Riggins to attend the SDARWS Annual Membership Meeting in Pierre, SD. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

A lengthy discussion was held about current water rates and sewer rates and the fact that there continues to be a deficit in the water fund.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-12-09:162 to increase the water rates effective January 1, 2020 as follows:  $15.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $4.50 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all residential and commercial customers; and, $17.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $5.00 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all rural customers. Sewer rates will increase to $15.00 per month. The motion was seconded by Grillo.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Streets:  Discussion was held on Bayberry Street, and what will be done for the 2020 street project.

The shifting handle on the blade has been giving Patrick Solon some problems and he will look at getting it fixed soon.

D.  Solid Waste:  The tree pile will be burned the next time there is a decent amount of snow. 

The gate at the animal pit needs to be replaced. 

E.  Liquor:  The breaker boxes still need to be installed.

The dance and the ugly sweater party went well.

There will be Karaoke on New Year’s Eve.

F.  Auditorium/Park: The new table and chairs have arrived. 

Bryan Hansen still needs to replace the last heater system.

G.  Public Safety:  Davis would like to order tires for his patrol car. He informed the council he can get them off of state bid. Following discussion, Stolley made Motion 19-12-09:163 to authorize Davis to buy tires off of state bid. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

H.  Mayor’s Report: The year-end meeting was scheduled for Monday, December 30, 2019 at 5:00 p.m.  There will be no changes to the meeting dates for January. 

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Stolley made Motion 19-12-09:164 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Huffman, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:27 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:59 p.m. with no action taken. 

Huffman made Motion 19-12-09:165 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Grillo, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
