After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 12-12-10:116 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for 2013 Solid Waste Transportation:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $5.00/trip for each .05/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Willert made Motion 12-12-10:117 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.    

B.  Designate Official Depository, Newspaper and Attorney for 2013:  Shuck made Motion 12-12-10:118 to make the following designations:  Bank West as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

C.  Auditorium Sound System:  The problems with the auditorium sound system were discussed at a previous meeting.  Bob Fugate contacted Mid States Audio, the company that installed the system, and discussed the problems and possible solutions.  Currently the sound is not evenly distributed and so there are many areas where it is nearly impossible to hear what is being said on the stage.  Possible solutions include:  over the ear microphones and/or wired microphones to be located on the floor.  In addition to these suggestions, Mid States Audio stated that for $700.00 they would also come out and do a total inspection of the system and readjust everything to what it was when installed, and they would also install any improvement to the system, such as microphones, etc.  At a previous meeting, Mr. Fugate stated that he had discussed funding for the improvement with KCBA and the Horizons group.  Shuck stated that the music parents had expressed an interest in being involved with the project.  Mr. Fugate is on the agenda to discuss this information with the school board at their meeting to be held on Wednesday, December 12, 2012.  The consensus of the council was that something needs to be done; however, Shuck and Stolley stated that they thought Mid States Audio should come out and assess the problem before any decisions are made on additional equipment.  Shuck stated that he thought floor microphones would be sufficient.  Stolley stated that he was not against the proposal, but wanted to know what individuals and/or groups are interested in assisting with funding the proposal.      


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A water leak on Bayberry Street was repaired.

B.   Streets:  We had the first snow removal of the year over the weekend.  The new furnace installed in November is not working.  The problem may stem from condensation in the propane tank; a part has been ordered and will be installed when it is received.
C.  Solid Waste:  The red pickup has been repaired.
	
D.  Liquor:  no report

E.  Auditorium/Park:  There are activities or practice most days and nights.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.

G.  Mayor’s Report:  There were several items discussed under the mayor’s report:

Resignation:  A letter of resignation was submitted by council member Micki Word.  Willert made Motion 12-12-10:119 to accept the resignation, with regret.  The motion was seconded by Shuck with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

End of Year Meeting:  Thursday, December 27, 2012 was set for the year end meeting; and, the meeting will begin at 5:00 pm.  Contingency fund transfers and transfer of funds to the water department will be among the items acted upon at the meeting.

Billing for Furnace at Shop:  The bill for the new furnace installed at the shop was received.  The street department is over budget and the contingency fund money will be needed to cover budget shortfalls, not only in the street department, but other departments within the general fund.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 12-12-10:120 to pay the bill for the new furnace from the Liquor Department.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 


Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Shuck made Motion 12-12-10:121 to go into executive session to discuss and set 2013 salaries.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes. The council went into executive session at 7:55 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at  8:23 p.m.

All visitors and the finance officer were excused from the meeting when the council went into executive session.  The remainder of the meeting minutes was recorded by the council president.

Willert made Motion 12-12-10:122 to authorize a 3% raise for all city employees.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-no; Willert-yes; Prang-yes; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen-no.  The motion failed on a 3-2 vote.

Shuck made Motion 12-12-10:123 to authorize a 2% raise for all city employees.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-yes; Willert-yes; Prang-yes; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen-yes.  The motion carried 5-0.

Shuck made Motion 12-12-10:124 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members present voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
