The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, Hoffman made Motion 18-12-10:137 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
  
City of Kadoka Financial Statement as of 11-30-18:

Revenue:  General Fund - $106,839.24; 3 B’s Fund - $5,922.59; Liquor Fund - $43,175.07; Water Fund - $28,588.37; Sewer Fund - $2,824.23; Solid Waste Fund - $4,275.99.

Expense:  General Fund - $30,829.97; 3B’s Fund - $747.37; Liquor Fund - $30,138.95; Water Fund - $85,171.66; Sewer Fund - $2,010.47; Solid Waste Fund - $4,944.25.

Payroll:  Administration - $2,441.48; Streets - $2,810.27; Police - $2,905.78; Auditorium/Parks - $2,732.80; Liquor - $5,789.98; Water/Sewer – $2,674.89; Solid Waste - $1,100.11; Group Health/Dental - $7,917.89; Retirement - $2,230.92; Social Security/Medicare - $4,545.77.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $1,122,375.29; ATM Account - $3,842.17; Certificates of Deposit - $730,839.49.


Citizen Input:  Harry Weller presented the council with an idea about having an ice skating rink for the City of Kadoka.

 
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Open Bids for 2019 Solid Waste Transportation Contract:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $1.00/trip for each .01/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Willert made Motion 18-12-10:138 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.      

B.  Economic Development: Eileen Stolley and Rusty Olney discussed the Demolition Agreement that Economic Development has come up with to provide financial help to the citizens of Kadoka in demolishing properties. Further discussion was held, Word made Motion 18-12-10:139 to approve the Economic Development Joint Powers Agreement. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
  
C.  Designate Official Depository, Official Newspaper and Official Attorney for 2019:  Willert made Motion 18-12-10:140 to make the following designations:  BankWest as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Peggy Eckert informed the council that Kathy’s Browns Trailer has been moved out. Peggy is going to start sending letters out for Junk Vehicles after December 14, 2018 when the new City Ordinances take effect. 

B. Water/Sewer:  Ryan Willert gave the water report. Discussion was held on unmetered water around town. A lengthy discussion was held about current water rates and sewer rates and the fact that there continues to be a deficit in the water fund.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Stolley made Motion 18-12-10:141 to increase the water rates effective January 1, 2019 as follows:  $14.50 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $4.50 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all residential and commercial customers; and, $16.50 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $5.00 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all rural customers. It was also decided to add a $5.00 Support Fee to all rural customers. Sewer rates will increase to $12.00 per month. The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0. 

C.  Streets:  Patrick Solon and Tim Huffman are going to work on a snow removal plan for the City of Kadoka and start working on bids for summer projects.

D.  Solid Waste:  Tia Stout gave the solid waste report. Tia stated that everything is going good out to the transfer station. 
	
E.  Liquor:  The ugly sweater party and karaoke was a success. The bar will be having a New Year’s Eve Karaoke. Discussion was held on placing acoustic tiles around the bar to help with the noise level. Olney made Motion 18-12-10:142 to have A Gemini Acoustical put in the acoustic tiles at the bar for $1865.00. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried. 6-0

F.  Auditorium/Park:  The city council was asked if they could remove the cable that runs on the west side of the park. The council decided to have Billie Jo remove the cable on the west side.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

H.  Mayor’s Report:  The year-end meeting was scheduled for Thursday, December 27, 2018 at 5:00 p.m.  There will be no changes to the meeting dates for January.

The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:15 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:08 p.m. 

Word made Motion 18-12-10:144 to give all employees a 3% raise for 2019 except for Billie Jo Eisenbraun and Forrest Davis. Forrest Davis will receive a 1.5% raise for 2019.   The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
 

Willert made Motion 18-12-10:145 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:12 p.m.
