The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 17-12-11:174 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present.

 
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Open Bids for 2018 Solid Waste Transportation Contract:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $1.00/trip for each .01/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Bonenberger made Motion 17-12-11:175 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.      

B.  Economic Development: Rusty Olney informed the council that Highway 273 is going to be fixed over the summer and that Economic Development is looking into putting in a walking path while the State is reconstructing the road. They are also considering having lights put up. Rusty informed the council that more information will be available at a later date. 
  
C. Second Reading of Ordinance 2017-SA4: The second reading of Ordinance 2017-SA4 was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Bonenberger made Motion 17-12-11:176 to approve Ordinance 2017-SA4.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  


D.  Designate Official Depository, Official Newspaper and Official Attorney for 2018:  Stolley made Motion 17-12-11:177 to make the following designations:  BankWest as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  A lengthy discussion was held about current water rates and sewer rates and the fact that there continues to be a deficit in the water fund.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Bonenberger made Motion 17-12-11:178 to increase the water rates effective January 1, 2018 as follows:  $14.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $4.00 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all residential and commercial customers; and, $16.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $4.50 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all rural customers. Sewer rates will increase to $10.00 per month. The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0. Discussion was held on the sewer line that runs from Muller’s house and Huffman’s house to Chestnut Street. It was decided that the line needs to be fixed. Bonenberger made Motion 17-12-11:179 to have Nathan make calls and get supplies ordered to get the sewer line that runs from Jessie Huffman and James Muller’s houses to Chestnut Street fixed and also install a manhole on Chestnut Street. The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.    

B.  Streets:  Patrick and Nathan have been making progress on cleaning up around the shop. Discussion was held on the drainage issue by Antonsen’s house it was decided that the council would meet with their engineers for further discussion.

C.  Solid Waste:  Richard Stolley was present to address the council about hitting some rebar out at the landfill. The rebar caused damage to his vehicle. Discussion was held on how the city was going to handle the issue. It will be turned over to the city’s insurance at this time. Discussion was held about putting a milling road around the landfill pit to help stop problems like this from happening again.
	
D.  Liquor:  The ugly sweater party and karaoke was a success on December 8th.


E.  Auditorium/Park:  Brian Hanson installed the new furnaces. Discussion was held about purchasing new chairs for the Auditorium to replace chairs that have been retired. Word made Motion 17-12-11:180 to purchase more 48 more chairs for the Auditorium at a price of $880.00 plus freight and taxes. The motion was seconded by Bonenberger. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, the motion carried 4-0. Discussion was held on purchasing a used reel mower from Wall’s golf course. Word made Motion 17-12-11:181 to purchase the reel mower from Wall for up to $3,500 for the golf course. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, the motion carried 4-0.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The year-end meeting was scheduled for Wednesday, December 27, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.  There will be no changes to the meeting dates for January.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Stolley made Motion 17-12-11:182 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:29 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:55 p.m. with no action taken. 

Word made Motion 17-12-11:183 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:56 p.m.
