Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis; Jerry Heiser; Kent Buchholz; Rusty Olney; and Jamie Hermann.  Patrick Solon arrived at 7:02 p.m. and Robyn Jones arrived at 7:10 p.m.

The Mayor asked that Skid Loaders be added to the agenda after citizen input.  Stolley made Motion 16-12-12:148 to approve the agenda with the addition.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Willert made Motion 16-12-12:149 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of November 14, 2016 and the special meeting of November 16, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 16-12-12:151 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $1,033,882.81; ATM Account - $2,898.83; Certificates of Deposit - $770,201.82.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

Skid Loaders:  There were representatives from two equipment companies present to address the council regarding the possible purchase of a new skid loader.  Each representative was asked to address the council separately.

Kent Buchholz from Kennedy Implement (Philip, SD) addressed the council regarding a New Holland Model L228 skid loader.  He presented specifications and financing options for this particular model.  Upon the conclusion of his presentation, he left the meeting.

Jerry Heiser from Butler Machines (Rapid City, SD) addressed the council regarding Cat Model 236D and Model 246D skid loaders.  He presented specifications for each model number and the corresponding financing options.  Upon the conclusion of his presentation, he left the meeting.  

Further discussion will be held under the street department council report.  

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Kadoka School / Update of School Project:  Jamie Hermann gave the council a brief update as to the progress of the school’s auditorium project.  He did state that they would be interested in closing a portion of Locust Street, which is located adjacent to the project site.

B.  Economic Development:  Rusty Olney gave the council an update as to the status of the property located on 9th Street.  They have received a deed to the property and have a quote in the amount of $3,571.43 for demolition of the property. 

C.  Open Bids for 2017 Solid Waste Transportation Contract:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $1.00/trip for each .01/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-12-12:152 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.      

D.  Designate Official Depository, Official Newspaper and Official Attorney for 2017:  Willert made Motion 16-12-12:153 to make the following designations:  BankWest as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken:  Bonenberger-yes; Stolley-yes; Lurz-no; Word-yes; Willert-yes; Sanftner-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  There have been some sewer issues and those issues are being resolved.

B.  Streets:  There have been no problems with snow removal.  There are still several street signs that need to be repaired or replaced.  Further discussion was held on the two skid loaders that have been tested and were discussed with the company representatives earlier in the meeting.  The council preference is the Butler Cat Model 246D.  Sanftner made Motion 16-12-12:154 to purchase the Butler Cat Model 246D, with 36 month financing.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

C.  Solid Waste:  Lurz contacted Pacific Recycling from Rapid City and they will probably be here in February or March (weather permitting) to bale the materials.  Discussion was held on the repairs to the retaining wall, and the city will purchase the materials necessary for the repairs and then have someone provide the labor.  
	
D.  Liquor:  The tap system is set to be installed on December 13, 2016.  Year-end inventory will be done on January 1, 2017 by the liquor committee and bar manager.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Discussion was held on basketball shot clocks which will be instituted next year.  This will be referred to the school.  There was an application from Shawn Porch for obtaining a key fob for the auditorium.  After review, Willert made Motion 16-12-12:155 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  
  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The year-end meeting was scheduled for Wednesday, December 28, 2016 at 5:30 p.m.  There will be no changes to the meeting dates for January. 

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Willert made Motion 16-12-12:156 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:38 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 10:04 p.m. with no action taken. 

Lurz made Motion 16-12-12:157 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 10:07 p.m.
