The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 14-12-08:112 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council. 
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for 2015 Solid Waste Transportation:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $1.00/trip for each .01/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Shuck made Motion 14-12-08:113 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.    

B.  Designate Official Depository, Newspaper and Attorney for 2015:  Shuck made Motion 14-12-08:114 to make the following designations:  Bank West as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

C.  SD Municipal League Request:  Information was received from the SD Municipal League regarding a proposal that they will present to the Legislature which would allow municipalities to adopt an additional penny sales tax to be used for infrastructure.  If the bill were to pass, cities could specify a project, a dollar amount needed, and the years the penny sales tax would begin and end.  The plan would then be submitted to the voters for approval.  Once the year or dollar amount is reached, the tax would go off and could not be renewed without another vote of the citizens.  The Municipal League asked for a statement of support for this proposal.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 14-12-08:115 to adopt the following statement of support:  “The City of Kadoka supports a local option additional penny of municipal sales tax, with the approval of our voters, for specific infrastructure projects.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

D.  Economic Development:  Mr. Olney stated that operating expenses for the economic development corporation are approximately $5,000.00 per year.  On behalf of the economic development corporation, Mr. Olney requested $5,000.00 for 2015 from the city to cover the operating expenses for the economic development corporation.  Mr. Olney also stated that the corporation had applied for a grant available through Golden West and if they were awarded that grant, the amount requested from the city would be an amount to supplement the Golden West grant up to a total amount of $5,000.00.  Willert made Motion 14-12-08:116 to approve a supplemental budget appropriation ordinance in the amount of$5,000.00 with funds to be taken from the liquor fund.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  A supplemental appropriation ordinance will be prepared for the first reading to be held at the January 12, 2015 meeting.

B.  Streets:  The listing for surplus property was tabled until the January meeting.  

C.  Solid Waste:  no report  
D.  Liquor:  The floor by the front door is in need of repairs.  Shuck will arrange for repairs to be made.    

E.  Auditorium/Park:  A quote for the sanding and refinishing of the auditorium floor was received and reviewed.  The quote received was from Wyoming Wood Floors, LLC and was in the amount of $14,905.80.  In addition, there will be an additional cost of approximately $3,700.00 for the refinishing of the floor.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 14-12-08:117 to approve the quote from Wyoming Wood Floors, LLC.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
    
F.  Public Safety:  monthly report was distributed

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The date for the public hearing on the proposed planning and zoning ordinance was set for 7:00 pm on Wednesday, January 7, 2015.  The date for the council’s end of the year meeting was set for 7:00 pm on Tuesday, December 30, 2014.  

Willert made Motion 14-12-08:118 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 6:05 p.m.
