Willert made Motion 13-12-09:136 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of November 11, 2013.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 13-12-09:138 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $896,850.09; ATM Account - $2,094.20; Certificates of Deposit - $770,118.59.


Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for 2014 Solid Waste Transportation:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $1.00/trip for each .01/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Shuck made Motion 13-12-09:139 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    

B.  Designate Official Depository, Newspaper and Attorney for 2014:  Shuck made Motion 13-12-09:140 to make the following designations:  Bank West as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

C.  Supplement 2013 Budget for Insurance Proceeds for Hail Damage:  Willert made Motion 13-12-09:141 to supplement the following revenue and expense line items budgeted for the calendar year of 2013 for insurance proceeds received from the city’s insurance policy for hail damage repairs:  general fund revenue-$199,086.71; liquor fund revenue-$14,056.36; water fund revenue-$1,255.76; solid waste fund revenue-$36,006.36; auditorium expense/repairs-$84,139.83; fire hall expense/repairs-$44,943.27; shop/garage expense/repairs-$19,713.83; summer recreation expense/repairs-$25,623.50; museum expense/repairs-$24,666.28; liquor fund expense/repairs-$14,056.36; water fund expense/repairs-$1,255.76; and solid waste fund expense/repairs-$36,006.36.  Insurance proceeds and repair expenses not received and/or spent in 2013 will be carried over and will be used to supplement the 2014 budget.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.      

D.  Economic Development:  Discussion was held on a request for $5,000.00 from the Economic Development Corporation.  Jorgensen stated that he believed that council members Stolley and Shuck had a conflict of interest regarding the economic development corporation and should abstain from the discussion and vote.  It was the opinion of the remaining council members that Stolley did have a conflict of interest but that Shuck did not.  At this time, Stolley declared a conflict of interest and abstained from the discussion.  Willert made Motion 13-12-09:142 to approve a supplemental budget appropriation ordinance in the amount of $5,000.00 with funds to be taken from the liquor fund.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken:  Lurz-yes; Lund-yes; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen-no; Willert-yes and Stolley-abstain.  The motion carried 4-1-1.  A supplemental appropriation ordinance will be prepared for the first reading to be held at the January 13, 2014 meeting.  

E.  Moving Permit/Paul Roghair:  A moving permit from Paul Roghair was presented to the council for approval.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 13-12-09:143 to approve the moving permit.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A new pickup for the water/sewer department will be needed, due to an accident.  Funds had been budgeted in 2014 for the replacement of the pickup.  

B.  Streets:  no report 

C.  Solid Waste:  The annual inspection was held November 27, 2013.  It went very well, but the report has not yet been received.

D.  Liquor:  The bar will be closing at 4:00 pm on Christmas Eve; Ann Fugate will be filling in at the bar until January 13, 2014; and inventory will be done on January 2, 2014.  
  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The new lights have been installed and it has been a definite improvement in the auditorium.  The lights are LED, so they will last a lot longer. 
  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  A new light bar for the patrol car has been ordered and will be installed as soon as it is received.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  
      Exit Lighting:  Due to an accident at Exit 150 which damaged one of the light poles, repairs will need to be made (at city expense) at the beginning of 2014.  
      Public Hearing/Zoning Ordinance:  The council set Wednesday, January 8, 2014 at 7:00 pm as the date and time for the public hearing on the zoning ordinance.  The meeting will be held in the annex.  
      End of Year Meeting:  The council set Monday, December 30, 2013 at 5:00 pm as the date and time for the end of the year meeting;

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Shuck made Motion 13-12-09:144 to go into executive session to discuss and set 2014 salaries.  The motion was seconded by Lund, with all members voting yes.  All visitors and the finance officer were excused from the meeting when the council went into executive session

The council went into executive session at 7:51 p.m.  Councilmember Brad Jorgensen declared a conflict of interest and left the meeting.    

The council was declared out of executive session at 8:11 p.m.  The remainder of the minutes were recorded by the council vice president.

Lund made Motion 13-12-09:145 to authorize a 3% raise for all city employees.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  
  
Shuck made Motion 13-12-09:146 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned.
