Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $1,069,794.12; ATM Account - $2,904.00; Certificates of Deposit - $768,001.91.

Citizen Input:  Jamie Herman and Chad Eisenbraun were present and discussed information regarding a keyless entry system for the auditorium.  They estimated the cost of installation on one door would be approx. $4,500.00.  The City will contact Golden West to obtain more information.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Second Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2014-SA1:  The second reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2014-SA1 was held.  Shuck made Motion 14-02-10:11 to approve the supplemental appropriation ordinance as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken:  Jorgensen-no; Shuck-yes; Lurz-yes; Willert-yes; and Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 4-1.

B.  Tent for Reunion Weekend:  Shuck made Motion 14-02-10:12 to authorize the rental of the tent for reunion weekend.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.    
  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A couple of water leaks have been repaired and there have been some sewer issues which have been resolved.  These problems have been the result of the recent spell of cold weather.  Riggins continues to look for a pickup for the water department. 

B.  Streets:  Ads for milling and asphalt work on a portion of Locust Street were presented for review.  A “Notice for Bids” will be published and the bids will be opened at the March 10, 2014 meeting.

C.  Solid Waste:  The problems with the scale have been resolved.
  
D.  Liquor:  no report  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  There will be repairs made to the bathrooms at the auditorium, which include removal of existing tile and installation of a granite-type tile; replacement of existing toilets; and repairs on the partitions in the bathrooms. 

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The repairs to the exit lighting at exit 150 were discussed.  The cost of the repairs is the responsibility of the City.  There is a problem with the base unit and there are several options for the repairs which were discussed.  As more information becomes available, the council will be updated.  

Willert made Motion 14-02-10:13 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
