After a review of the information, Olney made Motion 20-02-10:15 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]A.  Residential Tax Break: Rusty Olney presented the Council with a residential tax break resolution from Wall. He would like to take the tax break and rework it to incorporate it for the City of Kadoka. Following discussion, Stolley made Motion 20-02-10:16 to approve Alvin Pahlke to rework the ordinance from the city of Wall to incorporate it for the City of Kadoka. The motion was seconded by Grillo. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

B.  Special Events License/Cowboys & Candlelight’s: The Kadoka Rodeo Club would like the City Bar to come over and serve alcohol at the Cowboys & Candlelight’s dinner; they would also require a Special Events License for the event.  Huffman made Motion 20-02-10:17 to allow a Special Events License for the Cowboys & Candlelight’s Dinner. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.


C. Special Events License/Kadoka Nursing Home: The Kadoka Nursing Home would like to have a Special Events License for their Annual Prime Rib Nursing Home Supper. Stolley made Motion 20-02-10:18 to allow a Special Events License for the Kadoka Nursing Home Supper. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D. Building Permit/Chris Grillo: A building permit from Chris Grillo was presented for approval.  After review, Olney made Motion 20-02-10:19 to approve the building permit.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, Olney yes, Huffman yes, Grillo abstain, Stolley yes, Stout yes, and the motion carried 4-0-1.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Discussion was held on hiring a Code Enforcement agent that handles other Cities.

B.  Water/Sewer:  A proposed advertisement for bids on a water project was presented to the council for approval. The council directed that ads for the water project be prepared, published and sent to contractors so that bids can be awarded at the March 9, 2020 meeting.

A quote was presented for more water meters. Huffman made Motion 20-02-10:20 to order $10,000 worth of new radio read meters. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Streets:  A proposed advertisement for bids for the asphalt and milling was presented to the council for approval. The council directed that ads for the Street Project be prepared, published and sent to contractors so that bids can be awarded at the March 9, 2020 meeting.

Patrick Solon informed the council that there has been no progress on the shifter for the blade. He would also like to order some more gravel to place in a stockpile to use on the soft spots around town. Huffman authorized Patrick to order gravel to place in a stockpile.

C.  Solid Waste:  no report 

D.  Liquor:  A proposal was presented to place car siding on the rest of the walls in the bar, excluding the bathrooms. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 20-02-10:21 to approve the bid as proposed as long as the detail on the linear walls is correct. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

There will be karaoke at the bar on February 14, 2020.  The VanderMay boys will be performing on March 6th. 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Billie Jo is still working on getting Bryan Hansen to install the last heater system in the Auditorium. She also has talked to Brian Fromm about getting the water fixed at the Museum.

The council directed that ads for summer help positions be prepared, and published in the paper.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.   

G.  Mayor’s Report:  no report.

Olney made Motion 20-02-10:22 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Grillo, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
