KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
FEBRUARY 13, 2012
7:00 P. M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Colby Shuck, Micki Word, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang and Ryan Willert.  Members absent:  Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; JoBeth Uhlir; Forrest Davis; Pam Osborn; Nathan Riggins; Ronda Dennis; and Patrick Solon.

Willert made Motion 12-02-13:7 to approve the minutes of the regular meetings of January 9, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Word made Motion 12-02-13:8 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of January was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 12-02-13:9 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  Pam Osborn addressed the council and requested that she be removed from the list of individuals who are not allowed service in the city bar.  She stated that any problems that existed occurred outside of the bar and therefore she shouldn’t be excluded from being in the bar.  The council position was to support the decision made by the Manager and no further action was taken.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Dakota Pump and Control Invoices:  Two invoices totaling $2,251.28 submitted by  Dakota Pump and Control for repairs to equipment at the lagoon were reviewed.  One invoice had been presented in January, and payment was deferred so that additional information could be obtained.  After review, Willert made Motion 12-02-13:10 to approve the invoices in the amount of $2,251.28.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Repairs/Exit Lighting Contract:  A statewide inspection of the lighting at exits into cities within the state revealed a design flaw on the light bases, which requires that repairs be done on the fluted couples in the bases.  The city has a maintenance agreement for the city’s exit lighting; however because this is a design problem, the cost for the repairs will be reimbursed by the State.  Other routine maintenance will continue to be the responsibility of the city.  The State Dept. of Transportation submitted a contract which addresses the repairs and subsequent reimbursement by the State.  After a review of the contract, Willert made Motion 12-02-13:11 to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

After the contract on the repairs for the lighting was approved, an invoice from West Central Electric was presented for approval.  This invoice was for the first repair done on the exit lighting.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 12-02-13:12 to approve the invoice from West Central Electric.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Special Events License/Kadoka Buffalo Stampede:  An application for a special events malt beverage license for the Kadoka Buffalo Stampede was presented for approval.  Councilmember Willert declared a conflict of interest and left the meeting during the discussion.  The Kadoka Buffalo Stampede organization would like to hold a ranch rodeo on Saturday, June 23, 2012, which is during reunion weekend.  After discussion, Prang made Motion 12-02-13:13 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, and the motion carried 4-0-1.  Councilmember Willert rejoined the meeting.

C.  Tent for Reunion Weekend:  Information was presented on obtaining a 60 x 90 tent for reunion weekend, for a cost of $2,550.00.  After review, Word made Motion 12-02-13:14 to approve the tent.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

 
COUNCIL REPORTS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]A.  Water/Sewer:  Information regarding the cost of a new pump for the lagoon ($9,850.00) was presented.  This pump would be kept on hand to be used if the pump at the lagoon fails.  After discussion, it was determined that money was not budgeted for this expense and it is not an emergency, so no action was taken.  Also, Dakota Pump and Control submitted an inspection agreement in the amount of $800.00, for the cost of an annual inspection for equipment at the lagoons.  Because repairs were just completed, no action was taken on the agreement.   

B.  Streets:  Solon stated that he would like to put together specifications for asphalt work.  There is money in the budget to do one block, so he will recommend several streets and will get estimates on costs to present, along with the specifications at the March meeting.  A request for a stop sign at the intersection of 6th Street and Locust Street was discussed. The consensus of the council was that there is not enough traffic at this intersection to warrant a stop sign.  No action was taken on the request. 

C.  Solid Waste:  no report  
	
D.  Liquor:  The problem with the smell at the bar persists.  It was determined that we should have smoke testing on the sewer line to determine if the problem is in the sewer line or in the plumbing.  Types of repairs to the sewer line, if needed, were discussed.  Additional information will be obtained.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  School activities in the auditorium will slow down within the next 2 weeks.  Discussion was held on the purchase of a new lawn mower.  Quotes will be obtained and presented. 

F.  Public Safety:  Monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  There will be a pre-construction meeting held on the installation of the fire sprinkler system at the Kadoka Care Center on Thursday, February 16, 2012 at 10:00.  The District 8 SDML meeting will be held in Kadoka on Tuesday, April 17, 2012.
  
Shuck made Motion 12-02-13:15 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
