Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Ryan Willert; Tim Huffman; Tia Stout; and Rusty Olney.  Council member absent:  Eileen Stolley and Chris Grillo.  Others present:  LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer; David Reiss from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District (CSDED); Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; Nathan Riggins; and Elizabeth Meighen.

Willert made Motion 20-03-09:23 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Stout made Motion 20-03-09:24 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 10, 2020 and the special meeting of February 10, 2020.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 20-03-09:26 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]AWARD BIDS – 2020 WATER PROJECT:

2020 Water Project: Sealed bids for 2020 Water Project Bids were opened on March 5, 2020 and presented to the council on March 09, 2020.  There were four bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  West River Excavation - $14,566.35; Quinn’s Landscaping & Excavating - $48,440.00; Peter’s Excavation - $143,200; and GTI Companies, INC. - $168,825.00.

After discussion, Willert made Motion 20-03-09:27 to accept West River Excavations bid for the 2020 Water Project. The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
 
AWARD BIDS – BAYBERRY STREET PROJECT:

Hot Mix Asphalt:  Sealed bids for “hot mix asphalt” for the Bayberry Street project were opened on March 5, 2020 and presented to the council on March 09, 2020.   There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  GTI Companies, Inc. - $149,270.00; Western Construction - $184,300.00; and Simon Contractors - $157,724.00.

After discussion, Huffman made Motion 20-03-09:28 to accept the bid for “hot mix asphalt” from Simons Contractor in the amount of $157,724.00. Simon’s bid honored the bid proposal of having the right to increase or decrease the quantities bid by 25% for budget purposes with no change in unit prices. GTI Companies bid stated that quote was based on estimated quantities; any changes in quantity will be negotiated per unit pricing.   The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

Milling:  Sealed bids for milling for the Bayberry Street project were opened on March 5, 2020 and presented to the council on March 09, 2020.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Midstate Reclamation - $9,713.60 and Western Construction - $13,579.87.

Willert made Motion 20-03-08:29 to accept the bid for milling from Midstate Reclamation in the amount of $9,713.60.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Citizen Input:  David Reiss from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District (CSDED) was present to discuss grants for future water and sewer projects and getting on the State Water Plan.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Buffalo Stampede: Rusty Olney was present at the Buffalo Stampede’s last meeting. He informed the council that the Buffalo Stampede is having a Pro Rodeo that will take place on Thursday and Friday of Reunion Weekend. The Buffalo Stampede would like the city council to place asphalt chips out at the Rodeo Grounds. The city council agreed to contact Doug Sherman to acquire asphalt chips from the SDDOT to place out to the rodeo grounds.  

B.  Approve 2019 Annual Report: The annual report for 2019 was submitted for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 20-03-09:30 to approve the 2019 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Huffman, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

C. Building Permit/Strehlow Bees: A building permit from Strehlow Bees was presented for approval.  After review, Huffman made Motion 20-03-09:31 to approve the building permit.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Discussion was held on hiring a Code Enforcement agent that handles other Cities.

B.  Water/Sewer:  The ice has started to come off of the lagoons as each cell opens up and Nathan has been throwing bags of bugs into the lagoon. The sewer line out by Discount Fuel had to be sewer jetted. Nathan informed the council that the valves on the water project that coincide with the street project on Bayberry Street must be in place before the asphalt can be laid down. Nathan will start flushing fire hydrants in the spring.

B.  Streets:  Patrick Solon informed the council that there has been no progress on the shifter for the blade. The SDDOT would like to have a preliminary meeting at 8:00 am on March 26, 2020 at the intersection of SD Hwy 73 and SD Hwy 248 to discuss the road project on SD Hwy 73 in the future. The SDDOT sign project will be placing new signs around town, they will need a list of signs that the city would like to change or add new signs.

C.  Solid Waste:  no report 

D.  Liquor:  The electrical boxes at the bar have been combined; the bar was only closed that Tuesday to complete the project. Rocky Terkildsen will begin work on putting the car siding on the rest of the wall at the bar when the material comes in. There will be a memorial pool tournament on April 18th.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Discussion was held on applying for the Urban Forestry Grant. It was decided to talk with Billie Jo to see what trees are needed out to the baseball field. 

The Depot Museum doesn’t have any water flow; Billie Jo would like to have it fixed so that the bathroom and the outside water fixture would work. Olney made Motion 20-03-09:32 to fix the plumbing at the Depot as long as it is under $500.00. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.   

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The Board of Equalization meeting will be on March 16, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. The annual District 8 SDML meeting will be held on March 31st in Philip.  


Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Huffman made Motion 20-03-09:33 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:01 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:12 p.m.  

Huffman made Motion 20-03-09:34 to hire the following summer personnel: Summer maintenance worker: Savannah Solon at a salary of $9.55/hour. Summer Mower and Trash Collector: Shaina Solon at a salary of $9.35/hour. The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

Willert made Motion 20-03-09:35 to hire Colby Shuck as the pool manager at a salary of $4,000.00. The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

Willert made Motion 20-03-09:36 to hire Kaylee Eisenbraun, Anna Stone, Lavin Bendt, and Gavin Sudbeck as pool lifeguards at a salary of $9.55/hour and hire Greyson DeVries, Geoffrey DeVries, Victoria Madsen, and Rebecca Shuck as pool lifeguards at a salary of $9.35/hour. The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the motion carried. 

Willert made Motion 20-03-09:37 to hire Shelly McDonald as a part-time bartender at a salary of $9.30/hour. The motion was seconded by Huffman, with all members voting yes and the motion carried. 

Olney made Motion 20-03-09:38 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
