Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

OPEN BIDS – CHESTNUT & 3RD STREET PROJECT:

Hot Mix Asphalt:  Sealed bids for “hot mix asphalt” for the Chestnut & 3rd Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were four bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Bituminous Paving Inc. - $149,290.50; Asphalt Paving - $181,538.00; Western Construction - $168,200.00; and Simon Contractors - $146,405.00.

Milling:  Sealed bids for milling for the Chestnut & 3rd Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Midstate Reclamation - $8,656.44 and Western Construction - $7,912.20.

After discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-03-11:23 to accept the bid for “hot mix asphalt” from Simons Contractor in the amount of $146,405.00.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

Huffman made Motion 19-03-11:24 to accept the bid for milling from Midstate Reclamation in the amount of $8,656.44. Midstate Reclamation’s bid included flagging; hauling and sweeping where Western Constructions did not.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

OPEN BIDS – 2019 WATER PROJECT:

2019 Water Project: Sealed bids for 2019 Water Project Bids were opened and presented to the council.  There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  West River Excavation - $75,127.69; Sharpe Enterprises - $105,900.00; and Peter’s Excavation - $34,000.00.

After discussion, Willert made Motion 19-03-11:25 to accept Peter’s Excavation bid for the 2019 Water Project. The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, Stout yes, Stolley yes, Willert yes, Huffman yes, Word abstained; motion carried 4-0-1.


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Badlands Distillery: Sandy Eischenbacher informed the City Council that their business of Badlands Distillery is looking to expand. She talked about their years in business and how they have recently been approached to distribute their product in 30 different states. The company that is offering them this deal would also like to use the Badlands Distillery’s set up to bottle other products. Sandy stated that Badlands Distillery would need to expand their square footage to be able to accommodate this deal. Sandy presented the council with their plan for expanding and where they would like to build their building. The reason they asked to come to the meeting is the City’s main water and sewer line runs through where they would like to place their new building. Discussion was held on this issue, Huffman made Motion 19-03-11:26 to move this discussion until the next city council meeting so legal council could be consulted. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Approve 2019 Annual Report: The annual report for 2018 was submitted for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 19-03-11:27 to approve the 2018 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C. Special Events License/Cowboys & Candlelight’s: This was tabled until the next meeting.

D. Signage at Finance Office Building: This was tabled until the next meeting.


Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Legal:   Huffman made Motion 19-03-11:28 to go into executive session to discuss contract negotiations with the School Board.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:16 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:58 p.m.  No action was taken.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Peggy Eckert informed the City Council that all the letters that were sent out for ordinance violations have been received and people are working on coming into compliance. Peggy asked Brad Jorgensen about placing his card in with the letters that go out to people for junk vehicles. He stated that he would be willing to come get the junk vehicles. She briefed the council that a person has approached her about tearing down a house sometime this summer.  Peggy would like to attend the annual Code Enforcement Training in Pierre. 

B.  Water/Sewer:  Zachary Aiken has been having sewer problems at his house. Nathan Riggins went up and sewer jetted the main. This did not help with the problems at Aiken’s house. Nathan wondered what the council felt about this being a city’s problem or a homeowner’s problem. The City Council stated that anything from the main sewer line to the resident’s house is the homeowner’s problem. The only time it is the City’s obligation is when the Main is the cause of the backup in the homeowner’s property.

C.  Streets:  Discussion was held on snow removal around town, and making sure that people are not parking on the side of the streets during snow removal. This will help snow removal go faster and easier. Tim Huffman would like to have the surplus property list at the next meeting, and also contact Purple Wave about placing the property with them.

D.  Solid Waste:  The new pickup that was purchased from Federal Surplus Property is working great. The storage room is still being cleaned out.
	
E.  Liquor:  The bar will be hosting a pool tournament this Saturday, March 16, 2019. There will be eight, 4 person teams and it will be a pod play style. Jackie Stillwell informed the council that the contract from TK Rentals for the tent rental for reunion should be coming.

F.  Auditorium/Park: Discussion was held on Auditorium rent and how the format should be drawn up. Further discussion will be held at the next meeting.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. Woody Davis briefed the council on a matter that happened involving a suspect damaging his door panel on the police car. Woody asked the council if he could attend the annual Police Chief Training in May. Stolley made Motion 19-03-11:29 to allow Woody Davis and Peggy Eckert to attend their annual training meetings in 2019. The motion was seconded by Huffman. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

H.  Mayor’s Report: The next special meeting will be March 18, 2019 at 7:30 p.m. with the Board of Equalization beginning at 7:00 p.m. The annual District 8 SDML meeting will be held on April 2 in Murdo.  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Willert made Motion 19-03-11:30 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Huffman, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:46 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 10:01 p.m.  

Word made Motion 19-03-11:31 to hire Colby Shuck as the pool manager at a salary of $3,700.00. The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Willert made Motion 19-03-11:32 to hire the following summer personnel: Summer maintenance worker:  Hudson Johnson at a salary of $9.10/hour and Savannah Solon at a salary of $9.35/hour. The motion was seconded by Huffman, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 


Huffman made Motion 19-03-11:33 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 10:04 p.m.
