REGULAR MEETING
MARCH 12, 2012
7:00 P. M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Colby Shuck, Micki Word, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang, Ryan Willert and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Ronda Dennis; Forrest Davis; and JoBeth Uhlir.  Nathan Riggins and Patrick Solon arrived at 7:02 p.m.  Ken Wilmarth arrived at 7:10 p.m.

Shuck made Motion 12-03-12:16 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 13, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 12-03-12:17 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of February was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 12-03-12:18 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

  
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Declare Items Surplus Property:  A list of items to be declared as surplus property was presented to the council, along with a classified ad to be published requesting sealed bids on the items.  Shuck made Motion 12-03-12:19 to declare the items as surplus and to advertise them for sealed bids.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  Approve 2011 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2011 was submitted for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 12-03-12:20 to approve the 2011 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

C.  Smoke Test at Bar:  On February 28, 2012, a representative from the SD Association of Rural Water Systems was here and conducted a smoke test on the bar in order to determine the cause of the odor.  Upon the conclusion of the test, it was determined that the source of the odor was from the rest room and minor repairs would correct the problem.  

D.  Lawnmower Quotes:  Two quotes for the purchase of a new lawn mower were presented to the council for review.  After discussion, the council requested that quotes be obtained to include the amount of trade-in value for the old mower; and, to get similar quotes from other companies.  This information will be reviewed at the April meeting.

E.  Auditorium Door Repairs/Replacement:  A new garage door has been ordered and will be installed once received.  A quote for repairs/replacement of the two west doors and the two locker room doors was presented for review.  This quote was a total for the four doors combined.  After review, the council requested that the quote be separated into two quotes – one for the two west doors and one for the two locker room doors.  This information will be reviewed at the April meeting.

F.  Planning and Zoning Commission:  Concerns have been raised related to compliance by this commission with the open meeting laws which require agendas to be posted at least 24 hours prior to any meeting being held.  In addition, one individual on the commission was not approved by the council to serve in that capacity.  After discussion, the council stated that the public meeting scheduled by the Planning and Zoning Commission to be held on Wednesday, March 14, 2012, would be cancelled.  Further discussion was held on the “certified ready site” program and who is eligible to participate.  At this time, economic development corporations are not eligible applicants. 
 

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  One water leak was repaired and the nursing home water line installation project has begun.  A discussion was held about the possibility of installing a new manhole on Locust Street, prior to the asphalt project that is being planned and the cost would be approximately $2,000.00 to $3,000.00.  Willert made Motion 12-03-12:21 to approve the installation of the manhole prior to the street project.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.   

B.  Streets:  200 ton of asphalt millings have been purchased from the State of South Dakota DOT at a cost of $3.00/ton.  The city still has some gravel left at the VanderMay pit.  The council authorized Solon to obtain quotes for repairing the concrete pan by the Gateway Apartments.  This quote will be reviewed by the committee.  Proposed ads for improvement of one block on Locust Street were presented for approval.  One ad is for bids to mill the road section and one ad is for bids for “hot mix” asphalt.  After review, Jorgensen made Motion 12-03-12:22 to approve the ads as presented.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

C.  Solid Waste:  no report

The cooler located under the bar on the west side needs to be replaced and the cost is approximately $2,300.00 to $2,400.00.  Stolley made Motion 12-03-12:23 to approve the purchase of a new cooler.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  We are still awaiting a reply from Custom Fiberglass on the sandblasting and painting of the pool.  Ads for summer personnel were submitted for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 12-03-12:24 to approve the ads for summer personnel.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0. 

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  Chief Davis requested and was granted permission to attend training on May 2, 2012 through May 4, 2012.    

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor reminded everyone that the annual SDML District 8 Meeting will be held in Kadoka on April 17, 2012.  The registration forms will be submitted next week.  
  
Willert made Motion 12-03-12:25 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
