Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kade Bonenberger; John Word; Eileen Stolley; and Ryan Willert. Rusty Olney arrived at 7:02 p.m.  Council members absent: Cory Lurz. Others present:  LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Colby Shuck; Nathan Riggins; and Patrick Solon. Bryan DeGoes arrived at 7:05 p.m. and Steven Riggins arrived at 8:00 p.m.

Willert made Motion 18-03-12:19 to amend the agenda to include a trail grant application under Auditorium and Parks.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Word made Motion 18-03-12:20 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 12, 2018.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 18-03-12:21 to approve all bills as submitted and include New Deal Tire bill.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Building on Main Street: Discussion was held on looking into different grant applications to renovate the building on Main Street.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Approve 2017 Annual Report: The annual report for 2017 was submitted for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 18-03-12:23 to approve the 2017 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.


B.  Building Permit/Dollar General: A building permit from Dollar General was presented for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 18-03-12:24 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, Stolley yes; Word yes; Willert yes; and Olney yes; Bonenberger abstained. The motion carried 4-0-1.
 
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  A proposed advertisement for bids on a water project was presented to the council for approval.  During discussion, there were changes made to the proposed advertisement.  At the conclusion of the discussion Willert made Motion 18-03-12:25 to approve the advertisement for bids.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Riggins informed the council that the fire hydrant behind the new gym broke and it is not fixable. The council informed Riggins to order a new fire hydrant to replace the broken one. Riggins said that a flow test would be performed around town.          


B.  Streets:  Solon advised the council that this year’s street project will be to chip seal Locust Street and the Truck Route.  The estimated chip and seal will be 18,500 sq. yards of city streets. The council directed that ads for the project be prepared, published and sent to contractors so that bids can be awarded at the April 9, 2018 meeting. 

Discussion was held on making sure the snow is removed from the sidewalks of the old Standing Bear property, and the Building on Main Street. 


C.  Solid Waste:  Building on the road out to the rubble site will commence when the ground dries. Winter and summer hours for Riggins were discussed. The ramps for the garbage trailer will be getting replaced.
	
D.  Liquor:  The Bar held the end of the year Pool League Tournament. The tournament went very well. Jackie updated the council on the floor it is complete and the new chairs are almost all put together. 

The bar’s cash register systems two year lease is coming up, Jackie asked the council whether the bar should just purchase the equipment for $235.00 or to continue leasing at a rate of $84.80 per month. Discussion was held, it was decided that Jackie should look more into the difference between buying and leasing the equipment and get back to the council at the next meeting. 
    
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Colby Shuck brought to the councils attention things that should be completed before the pool opens in the summer time. Shuck would like to remodel the bathrooms at the pool if he is hired as the pool manager.

Discussion was held on the Trail Grant application.
  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. He also asked the council if he may attend the State Sheriffs/Police Chief Convention.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The next regular meeting will be March 19, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. with the Board of Equalization beginning at 7:00 p.m. The annual District 8 SDML meeting will be held on March 27, 2018 in Fort Pierre.  

Discussion was held on Nuisance Properties around town.


Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Willert made Motion 18-03-12:26 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:05 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:16 p.m.  

Word made Motion 18-03-12:27 to hire Colby Shuck as the pool manager at a salary of $3,450.00. The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried. 

Willert made Motion 18-03-12:28 to go back into executive session to discuss personnel matters. The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes. The council went into executive session at 9:20 p.m. The council was declared out of executive session at 10:16 p.m.
