KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
MARCH 13, 2017
7:00 P. M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kade Bonenberger; Eileen Stolley; Cory Lurz; Lenny Sanftner; John Word; and Ryan Willert.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis; Mike O’Dea; Alvin Pahlke; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; Nathan Riggins; David Kary; Colby Enders; and Robyn Jones.  Karen Denny and Kent Buchholz arrived after the meeting was called to order.  

The Mayor asked that the agenda be amended to add an Executive Session after council reports.  Willert made Motion 17-03-13:23 to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Stolley stated that her motion to accept the building at 919 Main Street should have included that the City would also pay appraisal fees.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 17-03-13:24 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 13, 2017, as amended and the special meeting of February 15, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.   A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 17-03-13:25 to approve all bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of February was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 17-03-13:26 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

City of Kadoka Financial Statement as of 2-28-17:

Revenue:  General Fund - $31,394.39; 3 B’s Fund - $1,671.43; Street Fund - $3.67; Liquor Fund - $28,904.44; Water Fund - $11,522.85; Sewer Fund - $2,802.98; Solid Waste Fund - $3,373.45.

Expense:  General Fund - $31,180.45; 3B’s Fund - $672.29; Liquor Fund - $28,732.85; Water Fund - $9,497.87; Sewer Fund - $932.66; Solid Waste Fund - $3,472.18.

Payroll:  Administration - $3,442.76; Streets - $2,502.42; Police - $2,929.64; Auditorium/Parks - $2,739.85; Liquor - $5,850.29; Water/Sewer – $2,046.52; Solid Waste - $1,041.90; Group Health/Dental - $8,325.41; Retirement - $2,118.34; Social Security/Medicare - $4,679.62.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $1,080,777.17; ATM Account - $1,999.68; Certificates of Deposit - $770,404.14.

OPEN BIDS – HICKORY & 6TH STREET PROJECT:

Hot Mix Asphalt:  Sealed bids for “hot mix asphalt” for the Hickory & 6th Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Duininck, Inc. - $217,082.50; Morris, Inc. - $156,525.00; and Hills Material Company - $126,906.00.

Milling:  Sealed bids for milling for the Hickory & 6th Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Loiseau Construction, Inc. - $7,700.00 and Midstate Reclamation - $6,340.65.

After discussion, Willert made Motion 17-03-13:27 to accept the bid for milling from Midstate Reclamation in the amount of $6,340.65.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

Sanftner made Motion 17-03-13:28 to accept the bid for “hot mix asphalt” from Hills Material Company in the amount of $126,906.00.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Citizen Input:  Karen Denny was present and asked the council to consider adding additional street lights along Bayberry Street.  The council will look into the request.   

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Mike O’Dea / Available Lots:  Mike O’Dea was present on behalf of a client who is interested in obtaining a lot(s) for the purpose of either building a home in Kadoka or bringing in a stick-built home that is constructed at a remote location and moved onto the lot.  The client is interested in a property that has water, sewer, and electricity already installed on the property; but would consider a property that doesn’t meet that criteria.  Mr. O’Dea asked if the city had any lots that it would consider selling to his client.  The council stated that they would discuss this request and get back to him.

B.  Approve 2016 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2016 was submitted for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 17-03-13:29 to approve the 2016 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]C.  Building Permit/Peoples Market:  A building permit from Rich Bendt was presented for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 17-03-13:30 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
  
D.  Second Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2017-SA2:  The second reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2017-SA2 was held.  Willert made Motion 17-03-13:31 to approve the supplemental appropriation ordinance as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

E.  First Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2017-SA3:  The first reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2017-SA3 was held.  The second reading will be held at the next regular meeting, April 10, 2017.

F.  Building on Main Street:  Potential remodeling plans were discussed.  The council decided to meet on Friday, March 24, 2017 at 5:00 p.m. at the building to review and discuss ideas for remodeling the building.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Riggins presented information on the cost of installation of the remote meter reading system and costs to upgrade the meters for approx. 1/6 of the town.  The costs are as follows:  Badger Read System Package - $9,500.00; 60 Model 25 meters with register and radio module - $12,600.00; 4 Model 40 meters with register and radio module - $1,120.00; and 1 Model 170 bronze meter with register and radio module - $1,000.00 for a total cost of $24,220.00.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 17-03-13:32 to approve this phase of the meter system upgrade.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Riggins presented information that the estimated cost to clean and camera the entire sewer system for the City would be between $72,240.00 and $94,000.00 and he proposed that the project be completed over an 8 year period, by doing approx. 5,000 feet/year.

Riggins presented quotes from two companies to clean and camera 5,000 feet of sewer lines this year.  The quotes are as follows:  A-1 Sewer & Drain, Inc. - $11,750.00; and Hydro Klean - $9,030.00.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 17-03-13:33 to accept the quote from Hrydo Klean in the amount of $9,030.00.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

B.  Streets:  Kent Buchholz from Kennedy Implement presented information on Grasshopper lawn mowers.  There were 3 proposals ranging in price from $9,600.00 to $14,980.00, depending on upgrades and additional features.  After discussion, Bonenberger made Motion 17-03-13:34 to purchase the model, with upgrades in the amount of $14,980.00.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

Solon presented a quote for removing and replacing the existing pan located at the firehall, which would repair the problems with the existing ramp and grate.  The quote was from Gibson Concrete Construction in the amount of $8,180.63.  After discussion, Sanftner made Motion 17-03-13:35 to accept the quote from Gibson Concrete in the amount of $8,180.00 with the stipulation that there would be a guarantee on the PVC tube.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Word-no; Lurz-yes; Stolley-yes; and Bonenberger-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.

The on-going drainage issue will be discussed during executive session.      

C.  Solid Waste:  West River Excavation will be doing dozer work at the landfill.   
	
D.  Liquor: An updated contract with Discount Fuel for Video Lottery at the Bar was presented.  After review, Stolley made Motion 17-03-13:36 to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

Discussion was held regarding the installation of a sign at the bar.  Willert presented additional information on a one-sided programmable sign; a two-sided programmable sign; and the cost to refurbish the old sign.  After discussion, Word made Motion 17-03-13:37 to refurbish the old sign in the amount of $5,800.00.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  After further discussion, a roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-no; Lurz-no; Bonenberger-no; Stolley-no; Word-no; Willert-yes.  The motion failed 1-5.

After further discussion, Lurz made Motion 17-03-13:38 to purchase and install the two-sided programmable sign in the amount of $10,800.00.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Lurz-yes; Bonenberger-yes; Stolley-yes; Word-no; Willert-yes.  The motion carried 5-1. 
  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The windows on the north side of the auditorium will be replaced at a cost of $2,193.07, and this project was included in the 2017 budget.  An application was received from Cory Lurz for obtaining a key fob for the auditorium.  After review, Word made Motion 17-03-13:39 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  
  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  The upgraded computer system has been installed in the police vehicle and will be fully operational when the power cord for the printer is received and installed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  A retirement letter from Finance Officer, Patty Ulmen was received and read to the council.  Stolley made Motion 17-03-13:40 to approve the retirement letter from Mrs. Ulmen and to wish her well on her retirement.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Lurz-yes; Bonenberger-yes; Stolley-yes; Word-no; Willert-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.    

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel & Legal:   Lurz made Motion 17-03-13:41 to go into executive session to discuss personnel and legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:38 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 10:39 p.m.  No action was taken.

Lurz made Motion 17-03-13:42 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 10:40 p.m.
