After a review of the information, Lund made Motion 16-03-14:21 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

OPEN BIDS – MAIN/CHESTNUT STREET PROJECT:
  
Hot Mix Asphalt:  Sealed bids for “hot mix asphalt” for the Main/Chestnut Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Bituminous Paving, Inc. - $131,020.00; Hills Material Company - $128,361.50; and Morris, Inc. - $164,655.00.  

Word made Motion 16-03-14:22 to accept the bid for “hot mix asphalt” from Hills Material Company in the amount of $128,361.50.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Milling:  Sealed bids for “milling” for the Main/Chestnut Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There was one bid received for consideration.  The bid was as follows:  Morris, Inc. - $16,771.00.  

Shuck made Motion 16-03-14:23 to reject the bid as submitted by Morris, Inc. because the bid amount exceeded estimated project cost.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Approve 2015 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2015 was submitted for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 16-03-14:24 to approve the 2015 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.   
    
B.  Ads for Summer Personnel:  Ads for summer positions were reviewed and will be published in the Kadoka Press and sent to Kadoka Area School.   

C.  Building Permit/Steve Varner:  A building permit application was submitted to the council by Steve Varner.  After review, Willert made Motion 16-03-14:25 to table the building permit pending building plans and specifications being submitted for consideration in conjunction with the permit application.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  
  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  
· An updated inspection agreement from Maguire Iron for inspection of the city’s large water tower was presented.  The inspections would be every two years and would begin in 2017 and continue through 2025.   After discussion, Shuck made Motion 16-03-14:26 to accept the inspection agreement as presented.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Streets:  A quote from Gibson Concrete Construction in the amount of $12,489.00 for was presented to the council.  After review, Colby made Motion 16-03-14:27 to approve the quote as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  Chief Davis will be attending the joint Chief’s and Sheriff’s spring conference April 20, 2016 through April 22, 2016.  Chief Davis left the meeting at this time.
D.  Solid Waste:  no report 
	
E.  Liquor:  There will be karaoke at the Bar on March 18, 2016.  The pool league season has concluded, but there is still poker on Monday and bingo on Thursday.  Discussion was held on the possible purchase of a shuffleboard table for the bar.  The cost is $1,619.00.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 16-03-14:28 to authorize the purchase of the shuffleboard table.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Discussion was held on installation of a credit card terminal and point of sale computer system at the bar.  Jackie Stilwell left the meeting at this time to get additional information requested and will present it to the council later in the meeting.

F.  Auditorium/Park:  A pickup was obtained through Federal Surplus Property as a replacement vehicle for Billie Jo Eisenbraun.  The pickup was purchased for $2,295.00.  There are a few things that need to be repaired and a listing of those repairs was presented.  In addition, because the pickup purchase was considerably less than the amount budgeted, there is money available in the auditorium budget for the purchase of a new floor buffer and a new wet/dry vacuum.  After discussion, Sanftner made Motion 16-03-14:29 to authorize final purchase of the pickup and to have the necessary repairs made; and, to authorize the purchase of the floor buffer and wet/dry vacuum.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

G.  Liquor (continued):  Stilwell presented additional information regarding both the credit card terminal and point of sale system.  In addition, discussion was held on the need for a new laptop computer for the bar.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Shuck made Motion 16-03-14:30 to authorize the purchase (and/or lease) of the credit card terminal and point of sale system through Bank West; the new laptop computer; and any other items required for these new systems in an amount up to $1,500.00.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

H.  Public Safety (continued):  There was lengthy discussion held on measures that can be taken to clean up various properties in town and the best method to achieve the desired results.  Mayor Weller will contact the city’s attorney for legal advice related to the process.

I.  Mayor’s Report:  The District 8 SDML meeting will be held in Kadoka on Tuesday, March 22, 2016.  Registration will be submitted to the SDML on the number of attendees from Kadoka.  It was decided to hold a free cleanup during the month of May for items disposed of at the rubble site.  Items disposed of in the trash trailer will weighed and charged in accordance with regular prices per pound.
   
Lund made Motion 16-03-14:31 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
