Mayor Weller called the special meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:30 p.m. with the following members present:  Rusty Olney; Tim Huffman; Ryan Willert; Eileen Stolley; and John Word. Billie Jo arrived at 7:38 p.m.

Stolley made Motion 19-03-18:36 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  Chris Riggins was present to address the council on legal matters, and he requested to be placed on the agenda for the next regular council meeting. 

Badlands Distillery: Further discussion was held on placement of the City’s main water and sewer line for the new building plans for the Badlands Distillery. The City Council would like to contact SPN & Associates to find out options on where the water and sewer line could run. More information will be presented at the next City Council meeting.

Special Events Licenses: Beth Good was present to ask the City Council for a Special Events License for the Cowboys and Candlelight dinner. Huffman made Motion 19-03-18:37 to allow a Special Events Licenses for the Cowboys and Candlelight as long as the Kadoka City Bar was the one selling the alcohol. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The Kadoka Nursing Home would like to have a Special Events License for their Annual Prime Rib Nursing Home Supper. Olney made Motion 19-03-18:38 to allow a Special Events License for the Kadoka Nursing Home Supper. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Auditorium Rent: Discussion was held on creating a rental fee for the Auditorium.

Building on Main Street: Discussion was held on purchasing a credit/debit card machine for the City Finance Office. More and more Citizens of Kadoka have been coming in and inquiring about using credit/debit cards to pay their water bills. After further discussion, Stolley made Motion 19-03-18:39 to purchase the Converge & Card reader from Elavon. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Signage for the new Finance office was presented. Following discussion, Willert made Motion 19-03-18:40 to purchase the Finance office sign that reads Kadoka Finance Office from Conrad’s Signs for $2,253.68. The motion was seconded by Huffman. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Surplus Property: A list of items was presented, to be declared as surplus property, which will then be placed with Purple Wave to be sold at a later date. Huffman made Motion 19-03-18:41 to declare the items as surplus property and to place them on Purple Wave.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
