After a review of the information, Olney made Motion 19-04-08:47 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.


NEW BUSINESS:

A. Club 27: No one was present to address the council.

B. Terry Sanftner: Mayor Harry Weller stated that he was resolving the issue. 

C. Chris Riggins/Riggins Property: Kelly Riggins addressed the council about the issue concerning his property line. He would like to see the issue resolved. The lawyers were not present to help address this issue. During discussion on how to resolve the issue, Olney made Motion 19-04-08:48 to get a survey team to find the pins from the survey that was done in 2009, and also have the city employees present when the survey team finds the pins. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

D. Badlands Distillery: The engineer plans from SP&N for the water and sewer plans for the new building construction for the Badlands Distillery were discussed. Discussion was held on rerouting the City’s main sewer line and water line. One of the options that the engineers suggest were to take and case the existing sewer line, so if it did ever break under the building, repairs could be made quickly and without having to work around the new building. Mark Eischenbacher addressed the council about him paying for all the labor and digging, if the City would purchase the materials for the sewer and water lines. The council informed Nathan Riggins to get quotes for materials for the next special meeting on April 17, 2019. Further discussion will also be had at this meeting.


Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Word made Motion 19-04-08:49 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  .  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:25 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:35 p.m. 

Word made Motion 19-04-08:50 to hire Kaylee Eisenbraun, Anna Stone, Lavin Bendt, and Gavin Sudbeck as pool lifeguards at a salary of $9.35/hour and hire Greyson DeVries, Geoffrey DeVries, Victoria Madsen, and Rebecca Shuck as pool lifeguards at a salary of $9.10/hour. The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the motion carried. 

E. Building Permits/Discount Fuel: Building permits from Jerad Carlson and Discount Fuel were presented for approval.  After review, Word made Motion 19-04-08:51 to approve the building permits as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, Stout abstain; Stolley yes; Word yes; Willert yes; and Olney yes; Huffman yes.

F. Audit Proposals: Proposals for a one year audit from Independent Audit Services, PC and Wohlenberg Ritzman & Co., LLC were presented. 

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Legal:   Huffman made Motion 19-04-08:52 to go into executive session to discuss the audit proposals. The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:40 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:47 p.m. 

Following discussion, Stolley made motion Motion 19-04-08:53 to hire Wohlenberg Ritman & Co., LLC for the 2018 audit. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried. 


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: More letters will be sent out in the following weeks.

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins informed the council that a water line up by Chris Byrd’s house had frozen up during the cold weather, and also a water leak had occurred over by Wendell Buxcell’s place. The problems have been taken care of. Nathan is still waiting to do the smoke test by Fromm’s Hardware. 

C.  Streets:  Discussion was held on snow removal ordinances and other ordinances that need to be addressed. Tim Huffman informed the council that he had authorized Patrick Solon to get some rock to place in some of the soft spots around town. Huffman informed the council that the City had sent a letter off to the state to try to get a 4ft shoulder placed on Hwy 248 for the people that like to bike and walk that area. 

D.  Solid Waste:  Stephen Riggins will start his summer hours in the month of May. The city council decided to have free dump on Saturdays through the month of May.
	
E.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell stated that she had talked to Rocky about a quote for placing sheet rock on the south wall in the bar. The pool tournament that was held at the bar was a success. The Cowboys and Candlelight went well. Jobeth Eisenbraun would like to do it again next year. The bar will be having live music Saturday night.

F.  Auditorium/Park: We will run another ad in the paper for Softball and Baseball coaches. Trevor Legacy Foundation will be borrowing tables for their event. There will be an Easter Service in the Auditorium along with a brunch. 

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

H.  Mayor’s Report: The annual District 8 SDML meeting was held on April 2 in Murdo it was a success with over 45 people attending. The next special meeting will be held on April 17, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. at the new building. Then the city council will go to the school to meet with the school board at 8:00 p.m.  

Willert made Motion 19-04-08:54 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:22 p.m.
