After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 18-04-09:40 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

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Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council. 


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Susan Davidson: Susan Davidson came to address the City Council on three issues. The first issue was snow removal from the last big snow storm, she would like the snow to not be plowed up on her sidewalk if at all possible. The second issue was she would like to see the drainage issue around the Pearl Hotel resolved instead of just letting the water sit in a big puddle along the side of the Pearl Hotel and behind it. The third issue was having a courtesy call when work is being done to the streets. Mayor Weller stated that she had some good points, and the city council would take them into consideration. 


B.  Kelly Riggins: Kelly Riggins came to address the City Council about obtaining a building permit to install a fence on his property.  Discussion was held on Kelly’s property line and where the city street runs. The City Council will meet with their attorney and discuss the issue at a later date.

C. Grant Patterson: Grant Patterson came to address the council about the breaking in at his business. Discussion was held on the break in and the steps that are being taken to catch the people responsible for the break in. The City Council will have more discussion on this topic at a later meeting.

D. Joe Handrahan: Joe Handrahan was present to discuss the parking issue at his shop that is located next to the City Bar. Joe addressed the council on having people parked in his driveway at the shop is a hassle when he is trying to get material for his job. Discussion was held on putting up a more visible sign on the door; Joe agreed to place a more visible sign up.

E. OPEN BIDS – CHIP/SEAL Street Project:

Sealed bids for the 2018 Chip/Seal Street Project were opened and presented to the council.  There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Bituminous Paving, Inc. - $52,725.00; The Road Guy Company - $30,895.00 and Simon - $34,630.00.  After review of each bid, Olney made Motion 18-04-09:41 to accept the bid from The Road Guy Company in the amount of $30,895.00.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

F. OPEN BIDS – Water Main Project Bid Project #1 Part A and Part B:

Part A:  Sealed bids for “Part A” for the Water Main Project Bid/ Cedar Street & 5th Avenue project were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Peter’s Excavation - $41,000.00 and West River Excavation - $35,586.80.

Part B:  Sealed bids for “Part B” for the Water Main Project Bid/5th Avenue/ Stillwell/Gropper water line were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  West River Excavation - $27,040.87 and Peter’s Excavation - $35,000.00. 

After discussion, Willert made Motion 18-04-09:42 to accept West River Excavation bids for both Part A and Part B of the Water Main Project. The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, Bonenberger yes, Stolley yes, Willert yes, Olney yes, Word abstained; motion carried 4-0-1.

G. Building Permit/Shad’s Towing: A building permit from Shad’s Towing was presented for approval.  After review, Word made Motion 18-04-09:43 to table the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, Stolley no; Word no; Willert yes; and Olney no; Bonenberger no. The motion failed 1-4. Rusty made Motion 18-04-09:44 to have a special committee and Patrick Solon look at the building permit and location and make a decision. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, Stolley yes; Word yes; Willert no; and Olney yes; Bonenberger yes. The motion carried 4-1. 

 
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins informed the council he had Dakota Pump & Control come out and look at the control panel on the lagoon lift station. They determined the control panel was failing. Dakota Pump & Control gave Riggins a quote on fixing the control panel. Discussion was held on purchasing a new control panel. Bonenberger made Motion 18-04-09:45 to purchase the control panel at $5890.00 for the lagoon. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Riggins informed the council that the pump out in Scott Walker’s lift station had to be replaced. He is planning on installing more water meters when the weather warms up. 

B.  Streets:  Patrick Solon informed the council that the city will have to wait to purchase gravel from Glenn O’Connell. Glenn needs to make more gravel before anymore can be purchased. Patrick also stated that he had been in contact with SP&N to see how they were coming on the draining issue. 

Discussion was held on possible cleaning out the culverts on 5th Street in the fall for better drainage. 

Discussion was held on acquiring bids for the pan work on Hickory and 5th Street. Patrick will go and get bids for the project. 

Discussion was held on placing pink rock base core in the parking lot of People’s Market since many bar patrons park over in that area. It was also discussed about placing a couple loads of pink rock base core in the auditorium parking lot in the back. Word made Motion 18-04-09:46 to purchase three loads of pink rock base core. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 


C.  Solid Waste:  An inspection will take place on Wednesday, April 11, 2018. The city council decided to have free dump on Saturdays through the month of May.
	
D.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell informed the council that the poker series for the winter was complete. The bar will not have poker now till the summer series begins. The bar also held Cory Lurz bingo, where the proceeds will go to Cory to help with medical costs. Jackie informed the council that she was going to try and hold these once a month. The bar’s cash register systems two year lease is coming up, Jackie asked the council whether the bar should just purchase the equipment for $235.00 or to continue leasing at a rate of $84.80 per month. Discussion was held, Stolley made Motion 18-04-09:47 to purchase the equipment. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 
The bar will be having karaoke on May 5, 2018.
    
E.  Auditorium/Park:  A key fob application for Penny Stout was presented to the City Council. Willert made Motion 18-04-09:48 to approve Penny Stout's key fob application. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

A new contract with Trugreen was presented to the council. Discussion was held, Stolley made Motion 18-04-09:49 to pay the new agreement with Trugreen. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

MacFeat was contacted to repair the steps around the annex and also the step that is in front of the City Finance Office.
  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. Woody informed the council that he had purchased a new bullet proof vest and a new coat.

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The annual District 8 SDML meeting was held on March 27, 2018 in Fort Pierre, Jackie, Weller, and LaTasha attended the meeting.

Discussion was held on having someone attend the Code Enforcement School. Stolley made Motion 18-04-09:50 to have Peggy Eckert attend the Code Enforcement School. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken with a members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Word made Motion 18-04-09:51 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:29 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 10:16 p.m.  

Bonenberger made Motion 18-04-09:52 to hire Kaylee Eisenbraun, Anna Stone, Lavin Bendt, and Gavin Sudbeck as pool lifeguards at a salary of $9.10/hour and hire Greyson DeVries, Geoffrey DeVries, Victoria Madsen, and Nikki DeVries as pool lifeguards at a salary of $8.85/hour. The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried. 


Word made Motion 18-04-09:53 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 10:18 p.m.
