After a review of the information, Huffman made Motion 20-04-13:44 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]A.  Approve Cemetery Plot: The cemetery plot was submitted for approval. After review, Olney made Motion 20-04-13:45 to approve the cemetery plot. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  COVID-19: Discussion was held on how the COVID-19 is affecting people around town. The council talked about water bills and late fees. Following discussion, Stolley made Motion 20-04-13:46 to waive late fees on water bills until the COVID-19 epidemic has finished. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  The city council talked about if the pool should be opened up. It was decided to wait until May to discuss this further.  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: The Fire Department will be tearing down their building. The city council would like to tear down the building that Marvin Thigh summited at an earlier date at the same time. It was decided that someone would get in touch with Marvin Thigh to have the house ready when the Fire Department tears down their house.

B.  Water/Sewer:  There was a water break over by Dale O’Connell’s. The water project is going well. Nathan ordered some more bacteria bugs to place in the lagoons to help with the smell and keep the bacteria down. Discussion was held on whether the lagoons would hold the extra water if we get heavy rains.

C.  Streets:  DMI will be taking the shifter back. Patrick Solon has been pulling the shoulders on some roads around town. The radar sign will be placed outside of town by the SD State shop this week. Discussion was held on the culverts on Poplar Street. 

D.  Solid Waste:  The Pierre landfill informed the council that they found some wood pallets in the garbage trailer. Wood cannot go into garbage trailer it must be placed in the rubble site.

E.  Liquor:  The bar has gone to off-sale only with the COVID-19 epidemic; off-sale is going good. Rocky is working on finishing up the car siding on the rest of the walls at the bar. While the bar is temporally closed to the public, Jackie Stilwell is working on deep cleaning and working on projects that need to be completed. 

F.  Auditorium/Park:  The Auditorium is closed to the public. Billie Jo has been cleaning and working on the benches around town. Brian Hansen will be coming to place in the final heating and air-condition system.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.   

H.  Mayor’s Report:  Weller informed the council that he had been approached about draining the H&H damn. It was decided that the engineers need to look at what that would do with the water drainage. The council would also like the engineers to price tag the reclamation.


Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel & Legal:   Willert made Motion 20-04-13:47 to go into executive session to discuss personnel and legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 7:50 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:00 p.m.  

Willert made Motion 20-04-13:48 to hire the following summer personnel: Summer maintenance worker: Reese Sudbeck at a salary of $9.30/hour. The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Stolley made Motion 20-04-13:49 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
