Shuck made Motion 14-04-14:34 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 10, 2014, the special meeting of March 17, 2014, and the Board of Equalization meeting of March 17, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 14-04-14:36 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Special Events License/Kadoka Buffalo Stampede:  An application for a special events malt beverage license for the Kadoka Buffalo Stampede was presented for approval.  Willert declared a conflict of interest and abstained from discussion and voting.  After review, Shuck made Motion 14-04-14:37 to approve the special events license.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken:  Jorgensen-yes; Shuck-yes; Lurz-yes; Lund-yes; Willert-abstain; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 5-0-1.  

B.  Keyless Entry/Auditorium:  A quote for installation of a keyless entry system on one door at the auditorium was presented from Golden West.  The cost for installation on one door, plus 1 key fob was $3,520.31.  The software to program the system/fobs is an additional $580.00; and the cost of additional key fobs is $2.79 each.  In addition, the remainder of the doors (3) would need to have new locks/keys installed and that cost would be an additional $500.00.  The total cost would be approx. $4,630.00.  There was discussion on which door would be best on which to install the system.  Also, this item was not included in the 2014 budget, so questions were raised as to the payment source.  In addition, questions were raised regarding the effect this would have on the auditorium insurance; and the need for written regulations and guidelines for use of the auditorium.   After discussion was completed, the decision was made to table this item to obtain additional information.

C.  Dakota Hills Pest Service:  A proposal was presented from Dakota Hills Pest Service for providing pest control services for the City.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 14-04-14:38 to accept the proposal from Dakota Hills Pest Service.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

D.  Building Permit/Dale O’Connell:  A building permit from Dale O’Connell was presented for approval.  Lurz made Motion 14-04-14:39 to approve the permit.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  During discussion, it was stated that the building project may be on hold.  Mr. O’Connell was reached by telephone and stated that it would be at least June before the project would begin.  Lurz then withdrew his motion and the permit was tabled until further notice.    

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A replacement pickup for the water/sewer departments has been found and a down payment had been made.  Both leaks at the water tower have been repaired; however, it will need to be sandblasted and painted.  An estimate of cost will be obtained.   

B.  Streets:  The manhole on Poplar Street will need to be replaced.  

C.  Solid Waste:  There will be “free rubble site” dumping the first week of May and June, during regular dump hours.  This is for the rubble site only and does not include tires.  Household garbage will be charged and placed in the trailer like normal.   

D.  Liquor:  no report 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  There were 2 burn marks on the floor after the prom.  We will try to repair those areas after graduation.  This summer we will try refinishing the floor with a water-based finish instead of the oil-based finish used in all previous years.  The floor shine will not be as good as years past; but the drying time is much shorter.  Next year, the floor will need to be sanded, repainted and then finished with the oil-based product.  There will be a pressure check tomorrow at the swimming pool to see if the leak can be found.  There are floor repairs that need to be done at the museum.   
  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  The paperwork will be completed and submitted for reimbursement for the camera purchased for the patrol car.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The June meeting will be changed from June 9, 2014 to June 16, 2014. 

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Shuck made Motion 14-04-14:40 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Finance Officer Patty Ulmen went into executive session at 7:57 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:17 p.m.

Shuck made Motion 14-04-14:41 to hire Brady Sudbeck as a summer worker at a salary of $8.00 per hour, and to hire Chandlier Sudbeck as a summer worker at a salary of $7.25 per hour.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Willert made Motion 14-04-14:42 to hire Jody Sudbeck as boys baseball coach at a salary of $1,650.00, plus mileage to out of town games at state rate; and to hire Kristie Stone as girls softball coach at a salary of $1,650.00 plus mileage to out of town games at state rate, contingent upon having enough girls participating to field a team.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Shuck made Motion 14-04-14:43 to hire Shelby Uhlir as a lifeguard at a salary of $7.50 per hour; and Raven Jorgensen as a part time lifeguard at a salary of $7.25 per hour, pending lifeguard certification training.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken:  Jorgensen-abstain; Shuck-yes; Lurz-yes; Lund-yes; Willert-yes; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 5-0-1.

Stolley made Motion 14-04-14:44 to re-advertise for a swimming pool manager and additional lifeguards.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Willert made Motion 14-04-14:45 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
