Willert made Motion 19-04-17:55 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

Discussion was held on what else should be added to the new finance office. It was decided to add a TV and to look into Teleconference systems. Word stated that something needed to be done with the gutter on Miller’s Laundromat. It was decided that Word will contact a contractor to see how to stop the water from leaking down between the two buildings. Bryan Hanson still needs to finish installing the heat pump. Discussion is still being held on what to do for a drop box for the water bills. 

Badlands Distillery: The material list was presented to the council for casing the sewer line and moving the existing waterline for the project at Badlands Distillery. Following discussion Olney made Motion 19-04-17:56 to purchase the materials and include restraining pipe at the figures given for casing the sewer and rerouting the water line, contingent on a contract being signed between the City and Badlands Distillery and having SP&N redo the easements for these projects. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
