Willert made Motion 15-04-20:35 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 9, 2015 and Board of Equalization meeting of March 16, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  Jorgensen made Motion 15-04-20:36 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Building Permit/Steve Varner:  A building permit for Steve Varner was presented for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 15-04-20:38 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
  
B.  Building Permit/Patrick Solon:  A building permit for Patrick Solon was presented for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 15-04-20:39 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  The fire hydrant located near the Subway will be replaced in the near future.  Riggins will begin to flush all hydrants soon.  Several sewer lines have been cleaned.  

B.  Streets:  Solon located a pickup at Murdo Ford-Mercury for the street department.  Willert brought the pickup back from Murdo and had it for council inspection.  Stolley made Motion 15-04-20:40 to purchase the pickup.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.    

C.  Solid Waste:  City wide cleanup will be held during the entire month of May.  
	
D.  Liquor:  A quote for repairs on the bar floor was received from Blackburn Basement System.  After review, Jorgensen made Motion 15-04-20:41 to accept the quote as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  Willert made Motion 15-04-20:42 to hire Peggy Eckert and Kala Windjue as part time bartenders at a salary of $8.50/hour.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Willert stated that he has contacted Joe Handrahan regarding construction of a shade at the pool.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

G.  Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Weller distributed copies of letters received from Phil Hogen regarding Florence Hogen’s trust.  Mayor Weller discussed the letters and asked council members to review them and further discussion will be held at the upcoming meeting.  There have been several inquiries about having a community garden this year and the council stated that it can be located in the same location as in previous years. 

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Shuck made Motion 15-04-20:43 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Finance Officer Patty Ulmen went into executive session at 8:13 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:30 p.m.

Willert made Motion 15-04-20:44 to hire Taylor Merchen, Cami Uhlir, Scout Sudbeck and Tyra Fugate as lifeguards at a salary of $8.50/Hr. pending lifeguard certification training and to advertise for additional lifeguard personnel.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
 


Shuck made Motion 15-04-20:45 to hire Brady Sudbeck and Chandlier Sudbeck as  summer workers at a salary of $8.50 per hour.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Shuck made Motion 15-04-20:46 to hire Jody Sudbeck as boys baseball coach at a salary of $1,650.00, plus mileage to out of town games at state rate; and to hire Kristie Stone as girls softball coach at a salary of $1,650.00 plus mileage to out of town games at state rate; and have the coaches work together to integrate the two programs.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
