Shuck made Motion 15-05-11:56 to hire Shelby Uhlir, Raven Jorgensen, Cally Carlson, Myla Pierce, and Trinity Bald Eagle as lifeguards at a salary of $8.50/Hr.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
