The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of April was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 20-05-11:53 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
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City of Kadoka Financial Statement as of 4-30-20:

Revenue:  General Fund - $40,966.17; 3 B’s Fund - $1,280.84; Liquor Fund - $17,799.36; Water Fund - $10,531.78; Sewer Fund - $4,269.79; Solid Waste Fund - $3,823.73.

Expense:  General Fund - $27,018.65; 3B’s Fund - $691.86; Liquor Fund - $27,647.50; Water Fund - $35,026.20; Sewer Fund - $4,830.89; Solid Waste Fund - $2,235.17.

Payroll:  Administration - $2,765.30; Streets - $2,977.65; Police - $3,062.80; Auditorium/Parks - $2,732.80; Liquor - $4,393.22; Water/Sewer – $2,851.34; Solid Waste - $976.14; Group Health/Dental - $8,298.95; Retirement - $2,364.12; Social Security/Medicare - $4,490.33.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $239,506.37; Money Market Account - $1,597,142.74; ATM Account - $3,124.17.

Olney made Motion 20-05-11:54 to adjourn the outgoing council.  The motion was seconded by Grillo, with all members voting yes and the council adjourned.

Mayor Weller reconvened the meeting.  

Mayor Harry Weller administered the Oath of Office to council members Tia Stout; Eileen Stolley; Tim Huffman; and Chris Grillo. 

Willert made Motion 20-05-11:55 to nominate Eileen Stolley as Council President.  The motion was seconded by Olney, who moved that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Eileen Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

 
Stolley made Motion 20-05-11:56 to nominate Ryan Willert as Vice President.  The motion was seconded by Huffman, who moved that nomination cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Ryan Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Committee assignments were distributed to council members.  
  
Citizen Input:  Jackie Stilwell informed the Council that Reunion Weekend has not been cancelled. There will be a Reunion Weeked meeting on May 19th at 7:00pm and it will be held at the Fire Hall. 

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Graduation at Auditorium: Arlene Hicks was present to ask the City Council if they would allow the senior class of 2020 to use the auditorium for graduation. Following discussion, Stolley made Motion 20-05-22:57 to support the School Board’s decision on where graduation was held. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  Joe Handrahan Drainage of Pond: Joe Handrahan was not present to address the council.

C.  SP&N & SD Central Enhancement District: Jeff McCormick from SP&N presented the council with the water study that SP&N had done in 2011. Discussion was held on what recommendations from 2011 have been implemented and which ones still need to be accomplished or relooked at. David Reiss from Central Enhancement District informed the council of funding options. Further discussion on water projects will continue at a later meeting.

D. Jennie Palmer and David Reiss from Central Enhancement District presented the council with the final copy of the Ordinances. Following no new changes in the Ordinances there will be a First Reading of the Ordinances during the June meeting.

E.  Malt Beverage License Renewals:  Olney made Motion 20-05-11:58 to approve the following malt beverage license applications: Discount Fuel, Inc.; Sunset Grill; Kadoka Gas & Go; Dollar General; and Pocketful of Posies.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: An ad for mowing has run in the Kadoka Press. Discussion was held on documenting and taking pictures of yards that have to be mowed by the City. The City Council looked into hiring Joel Johnson, with C.E.S. Code Enforcement Specialists, LLC. After looking over the cost of hiring Joel Johnson, Willert made Motion 20-05-11:59 to hire Joel Johnson with C.E.S. Code Enforcement Specials, LLC to do the code enforcement for the City of Kadoka. The motion was seconded by Huffman. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  Water/Sewer:  Ryan Willert gave the council an update on the water project. He informed the council that when West River Excavation was working on the water project they had a situation where there were four houses running off of one line. A decision was made to put in curb stops for each house. Other than that issue the water project is going well.

C.  Streets:  The street signs have been put up. The blade is working but will need more work done on finding a correct shifter for it. Discussion was held on culverts that need to be replaced around town.

D.  Solid Waste:  Free dump days will be the rest of the Saturdays in May.
	
E.  Liquor:  The car siding project has been completed. Jackie Stilwell is working on plans for Reunion Weekend. The bar is back open and lots of projects were completed during the time it was closed for off-sale only.

F.  Auditorium/Park: Mowing season has started. The council talked about when the pool and park bathrooms should be open to the public. Colby Shuck informed the council that he had done some research on the CDC’s guidelines for keeping the pool clean and the public safe. The pool and park bathrooms will be open when the weather gets warmer and stays warm. 

Mayor Weller will be calling around to other towns to decide if there will be enough other towns that will have baseball this summer. More information will be presented at the June regular meeting.  

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.   

H.  Mayor’s Report:  The preliminary worksheets for the 2021 budget were distributed to council members.  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel:  Stolley made Motion 20-05-11:60 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:20 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:34 p.m.  

Huffman made Motion 20-05-11:61 to hire E’Vanna Dupris as a part-time bartender at a salary of $9.10/hr. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Grillo made Motion 20-05-11:62 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:37 pm.
