Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, Ryan Willert; Cory Lurz; Brad Jorgensen and Arne Lund.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Nathan Riggins; Dan Bilka; Sarah DeVries; Tina Williams; Jim Fugate; Baxter Hogen; and Patrick Solon.

Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:46 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of April 14, 2014. The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  Lund made Motion 14-05-12:47 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of April was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 14-05-12:48 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Revenue:  General Fund - $42,078.42; 3 B’s Fund - $1,585.14; Street Fund - $3.67; Liquor Fund - $34,227.31; Water Fund - $8,080.29; Sewer Fund - $2,272.98; Solid Waste Fund - $4,640.39.

Expense:  General Fund - $37,092.54; 3B’s Fund - $2,362.44; Liquor Fund - $28,727.07; Water Fund - $31,493.07; Sewer Fund - $3,410.29; Solid Waste Fund - $3,144.23.

Payroll:  Administration - $3,149.06; Streets - $2,351.03; Police - $2,707.32; Auditorium/Parks - $2,451.20; Liquor - $4,271.29; Water/Sewer – $2,857.53; Solid Waste - $871.92; Group Health/Dental - $7,217.88; Retirement - $1,983.90; Social Security/Medicare - $4,151.21.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $1,048,685.93; ATM Account - $2,477.30; Certificates of Deposit - $768,203.91.

Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:49 to adjourn the outgoing council.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the council adjourned.

Mayor Weller reconvened the meeting.

Mayor Weller administered the oath of office to council members Brad Jorgensen, Colby Shuck, Arne Lund, and Cory Lurz. 

Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:50 to nominate Brad Jorgensen as Council President.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  Lund moved that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Brad Jorgensen.  This was seconded by Shuck and carried. 

Lurz made Motion 14-05-12:51 to nominate Ryan Willert as Council Vice President.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  Stolley moved that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Ryan Willert.  This was seconded by Shuck and carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Commissioner/Committee Assignments:  Mayor Weller made the following commissioner appointments:  Water/Sewer – Brad Jorgensen; Streets – Dick Stolley; Public Safety – Arnold Lund; Liquor – Colby Shuck; Auditorium/Park – Ryan Willert; and Solid Waste – Cory Lurz.  The Mayor also made committee assignments to assist the commissioners on their respective committees.

Citizen Input:  Dan Bilka, who is a student at South Dakota State University, has been involved in a study regarding the revitalization of the rail lines in South Dakota.  He stated that the study is for both commercial and passenger service.  He is going to be gathering information on various communities’ interest in the possible reinstatement of train service. 
  
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Building Permit/Dale O’Connell:  A building permit from Dale O’Connell was presented for approval.  Lund made Motion 14-05-12:52 to approve the permit.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

B.  Building Permit/Brad Jorgensen:  A building permit from Brad Jorgensen was presented for approval.  Due to a conflict of interest, Jorgensen abstained from the discussion and vote.  Lurz made Motion 14-05-12:53 to approve the permit.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken:  Jorgensen-abstain; Shuck-yes; Lurz-yes; Lund-yes; Willert-yes; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 5-0-1.

C.  Golf Course Representatives:  Jim Fugate and Baxter Hogen were present to address the council regarding the upkeep at the golf course.  The golf course is owned by the city, but the maintenance has been done by golf club member volunteers.  As the  number of members has decreased and the age of the volunteers has increased, it is becoming difficult to provide the labor to keep up the course.  The representatives stated that they will do the spraying for weeds and will purchase new sand for the greens, but requested that the city take over the mowing.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:54 to have the city mow the course and coordinate the mowing with the members and to have the golf course volunteers keep up the sand greens.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-no; Willert-yes; Lund-yes; Lurz-yes; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen-no.  The motion carried 4-2. 

D.  Ambulance Bingo:  The ambulance service requested permission to hold bingo in the beer garden on Thursday, June 19, 2014.  They also requested a waiver on the open container law during the bingo.  Willert made Motion 14-05-12:55 to grant the ambulance’s request for bingo and to grant a waiver on the open container law from 6:00 pm until 11:00 pm.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

E.  Audit Report for 2012 and 2013:  The audit for the years of 2012 and 2013 has been completed and accepted by the Dept. of Legislative Audit.  Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:56 to approve the audit report as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

F.  Approve Funds from Homeland Security Grant/Police Camera:  The police department was approved for a grant through Homeland Security for the purchase of a camera for the police car.  The camera was purchased and the funds have been received.  Willert made Motion 14-05-12:57 to approve funding in the amount of $3,130.00 from the Homeland Security Grant for the purchase of a police camera and to supplement the police department budget in that same amount.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A contract from Maguire Iron, Inc. to sandblast and epoxy the large water tower was presented for review and approval.  The contract is in the amount of $49,480.00.  After review, Stolley made Motion 14-05-12:58 to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  During discussion, funding sources for this amount were discussed and it was determined that the amount will need to be transferred from the general fund.  A supplemental appropriation ordinance will be prepared and presented at the next meeting.  Upon the completion of the discussion, a roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

The annual drinking water report has been published in the Kadoka Press and a copy is available in the finance office.

At the April meeting, approval was given for the purchase of a pickup for the water/sewer department.  However, after council approval, the pickup was no longer available for purchase.  A 2005 Chevy pickup in the amount of $8,500.00 has been located and is available for purchase.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:59 to approve the purchase.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.      

B.  Streets:  Gravel for the streets has been purchased and we are now in the process of laying it down on the streets.  The asphalt project on Locust Street will be scheduled soon.    

C.  Solid Waste:  no report

D.  Liquor:  There is a possible leak in the roof.    

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Stolley scheduled a meeting with the school for Wednesday night to discuss the new auditorium lease.  Work is being done to repair the leak at the swimming pool; a new line needs to be run to the jets.  
  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor has received information regarding the State’s 125 birthday celebration.  He has been contacted by the SD Magazine for a unique topic for the city.  The initial worksheets for the 2015 budget were distributed.  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:60 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Finance Officer Patty Ulmen went into executive session at 8:27 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:05 p.m.

Willert made Motion 14-05-12:61 to take no action on swimming pool applicants at this time and to place an ad regarding the status of the pool in the Kadoka Press for 2 weeks.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Shuck made Motion 14-05-12:62 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:07 p.m.
