Stolley made Motion 19-05-13:55 to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 19-05-13:58 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Huffman.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Word made Motion 19-05-13:59 to adjourn the outgoing council.  The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the council adjourned.

Mayor Weller reconvened the meeting.  

The finance officer administered the Oath of Office to Mayor Weller.  

Mayor Harry Weller administered the Oath of Office to council members Rusty Olney; John Word; Tim Huffman; and Ryan Willert. Mayor Harry Weller administered the Oath of Office to council member Tia Stout when she arrived at 7:55 p.m. 

Huffman made Motion 19-05-13:60 to nominate Eileen Stolley as Council President.  The motion was seconded by Word. Stolley made Motion 19-05-13:61 to nominate Ryan Willert as Council President. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Mayor Weller held an election Eileen Stolley had 3 votes and Ryan Willert had 2 votes. Eileen Stolley was elected Council President.
 
Olney made Motion 19-05-13:62 to nominate Ryan Willert as Vice President.  The motion was seconded by Word. Word made Motion 19-05-13:63 to nominate Rusty Olney as Vice President. The motion was seconded by Huffman. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Mayor Weller held an election Ryan Willert had 4 votes and Rusty Olney had 1 vote. Ryan Willert was elected Vice President.

Committee assignments were distributed to council members.  
  
Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Orin Vander May’s Wedding Reception: Sarah and Nicole Vander May were present to ask the City Council if they could hold Orin’s Wedding Reception in the Auditorium on August 17, 2019. Sarah asked if the city would provide the bar for the reception. Following discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-05-13:64 to have Orin Vander May’s Wedding Reception at the Auditorium with the city providing the bar. The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B. Malt Beverage License Renewals:  Olney made Motion 19-05-13:65 to approve the following malt beverage license applications: Discount Fuel, Inc.; Sunset Grill; Kadoka Gas & Go; Dollar General; and Pocketful of Posies.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Special Events Liquor License Request:  A request by the Kadoka Ambulance and Kadoka Volunteer Fire Department for a special events liquor license for June 21, 2019 and June 22, 2019 was submitted for approval.  This is for reunion weekend.  Word made Motion 19-05-13:66 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D. Finance Office: LaTasha Buchholz asked if she could attend the Human Resource and Finance Officer School on June 11-14, 2019.  Willert made Motion 19-05-13:67 to allow LaTasha Buchholz to attend Human Resource and Finance Officer School. The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Information was presented to approve the City of Kadoka getting a credit card for purchases that can’t be direct billed to the city. Following discussion Stolley made Motion 19-05-13:68 to apply for a credit card for the City of Kadoka with a limit of $2,500.00 on it, and to adopt the town of Bison’s Credit Card Acquisition and Use Policy for the City of Kadoka. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Discussion was held on having a drop box at the new office; more information will be presented at the next meeting. 


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Two agreements to Demolish Property were presented to the City Council. Discussion was held on demolishing Marvin Thigh’s property. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 19-05-13:69 to approve the proposal to tear down Marvin Thigh’s house. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0. The next proposal was from Rich and Collen Hildebrand. Stolley made Motion 19-05-13:70 to approve the application from Rich and Collen Hildebrand. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0. 
An ad for mowing will be in the following week’s paper.

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins informed the council that Golden West has started work around town. He has been locating the sewer and water lines. He mentioned that the digging crew hit an old water line on Friday, but he was able to cap the end again. 

The Sewer smoke test will be this following week. 

A proposal from Peter’s Excavation was present for a change order to the Water Project. Discussion was held on the change order. Following discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-05-13:71 to have the Water/Sewer Committee meet with Peter’s Excavation to get clarification on the water change order, and act on the proposal. The motion was seconded by Eileen Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, Tia Stout-yes; Eileen Stolley-yes; Rusty Olney-yes; Tim Huffman-yes; Ryan Willert-yes; John Word-abstain. The motion carried 5-0-1.

C.  Streets:  Discussion was held on allowing Patrick Solon to start purchasing culverts, to replace the old culverts around town. Following discussion, Word made Motion 19-05-13:72 to approve Patrick Solon to purchase culverts. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, Tia Stout-yes; Eileen Stolley-yes; Rusty Olney-yes; Tim Huffman-yes; John Word-yes; Ryan Willert-abstain. The motion carried 5-0-1. 

More gravel will need to be purchased. 

The surplus vehicles should be posted on Purple Wave.

D.  Solid Waste:  Free dump days is going well, still two more weekends to go. New airport markers need to be put up. Discussion was held on fixing the fence around the airport and building out at the airport.
	
E.  Liquor:  A quote for the South Wall of the bar was presented, after discussion it was decided to have the quote include having chair rail placed on the walls along with the tape and texture. Huffman made Motion 19-05-13:73 to accept the quote from Rock Terkildsen, with an option of a chair rail being installed. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

Jackie Stilwell asked the council if she could purchase a new upright freezer for the bar, since she is selling more pizzas. This would allow for more storage of different frozen items. Willert made Motion 19-05-13:74 to purchase a 17 cubic ft. stand up freezer for the bar. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

F.  Auditorium/Park: Mowing season has started. There is a leak in the annex where the new air condition system is, Bryan Hanson will look into getting it fixed. The auditorium will be getting new locks on the annex doors.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.   

H.  Mayor’s Report: The Badlands Distillery letter was read for the council.
The preliminary worksheets for the 2020 budget were distributed to council members.  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel & Legal:  Stolley made Motion 19-05-13:75 to go into executive session to discuss personnel and legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:21 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:52 p.m.  

Word made Motion 19-05-13:76 to hire the following individual as the t-ball summer coach: Jamie Koehn at a salary of $1,700.00 plus mileage.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Huffman made Motion 19-05-13:77 to hire the following individuals as the summer coaches:  Chris Byrd and Brady Sudbeck to split a salary of $1,700.00 plus mileage.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

Word made Motion 19-05-13:78 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:56 pm.
