The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of April was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 17-05-08:73 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

A.  Building on Main Street:  Several contractors have toured the building and numerous questions were raised regarding the project specifications.  After a lengthy discussion, Stolley made Motion 17-05-08:74 to table the renovation project until more information regarding the specifications can be obtained.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Further discussion was held on the development of more comprehensive specifications for the project.  Word made Motion 17-05-08:75 to contact Jim Kujawa and ask if he would assist with updating the job specifications.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  Stolley stated that she would contact Mr. Kujawa regarding the project.

B.  Herber/Sudbeck Wedding Reception:  Members of the wedding party were present to discuss the plans for the wedding reception.  A request was made to ask the council if it would be possible to have tables outside.  After discussion, Bonenberger made Motion 17-05-08:76 to authorize closing Chestnut Street from 9th Street to the alley located at the west corner of the auditorium.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

C.  West Central Electric:  Discussion was held on the costs associated with street lighting.  No action taken.

Willert made Motion 17-05-08:77 to adjourn the outgoing council.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the council adjourned.

Mayor Weller reconvened the meeting.

The finance officer administered the Oath of Office to Mayor Weller.  

Mayor Harry Weller administered the Oath of Office to council members Eileen Stolley, John Word and Ryan Willert. 

Word made Motion 17-05-08:78 to nominate Ryan Willert as Council President.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, who moved that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Ryan Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  
 
Willert made Motion 17-05-08:79 to nominate Kade Bonenberger as Council Vice President.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, who moved that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Kade Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Committee assignments were distributed to council members.  
  
Citizen Input:  Elizabeth Meighen was present and advised the council that she would like to make improvements around her house to help with drainage.  The council stated that she should review her plans with the street superintendent prior to the project being started.

Malt Beverage Hearing:  Mayor Weller opened the public hearing on the application from Kadoka Gas & Go for a retail on-off sale malt beverage and SD farm wine license.  There was no one present to give their opinions regarding the application.  Willert made Motion 17-05-08:80 to approve the application as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
NEW BUSINESS:

A. Malt Beverage License Renewals:  Word made Motion 17-05-08:81 to approve the following malt beverage license applications: Club 27; Discount Fuel, Inc.; and Sunset Grill LLC.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

B.  Special Events Liquor License Request:  A request by the Kadoka Ambulance and Kadoka Volunteer Fire Department for a special events liquor license for June 23, 2017 and June 24, 2017 was submitted for approval.  This is for reunion weekend.  Word made Motion 17-05-08:82 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  no report

B.  Streets:  The repair project at the firehall has been completed.  Discussion was held regarding drainage on Hickory and 5th Streets.

C.  Solid Waste:  Ricer Corporation is here and in the process of crushing the metals at the transfer station.  

D.  Liquor:  The south wall of the bar has been sandblasted.  It should be painted during the next week, if the weather permits.  There will be a corn hole tournament and karaoke held at the bar on May 20, 2017.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  A proposal for replacing the doors on the pool house was submitted from North Central Supply.  The proposal is in the amount of $4,352.32.  After discussion, Word made Motion 17-05-08:83 to accept the proposal as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  The pool has been sandblasted and will be painted at the same time as the bar’s south wall.  The spraying at the golf course and runways at the airport has been completed.  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The preliminary worksheets for the 2018 budget were distributed to council members.  Discussion was held on clean up around city buildings.  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:  Stolley made Motion 17-05-08:84 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:54 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:21 p.m.  

Word made Motion 17-05-08:85 to hire the following individuals as lifeguards:  Gaven Sudbeck and Anna Stone at a salary of $8.55/hour.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Bonenberger made Motion 17-05-08:86 to hire Savannah Solon as a summer maintenance worker at a salary of $8.55/hour.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
  
Willert made Motion 17-05-08:87 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:33 p.m.
