REGULAR MEETING
MAY 9, 2011
7:00 P. M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, Kieth Prang, and Ryan Willert.  Brad Jorgensen arrived at the meeting at 8:00 p.m.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Larry Dolezal; Jackie Stilwell; Mark Eschenbacher; Sandy Eschenbacher; JoBeth Uhlir; Nathan Riggins; Terry Ireland; and Patrick Solon.

Mayor Weller administered the oath of office to council member Richard Stolley.  

Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:50 to approve the minutes of the special meeting of May 2, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 11-05-09:51 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of April was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:52 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Open Bids:  Sealed bids for the chip/seal project on Locust & Bayberry Streets were opened and presented to the council.  There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Jensen Rock & Sand, Inc. - $19,236.00; Bituminous Paving, Inc. - $27,600.00; and Hills Material Co. - $28,744.00.  After review of each bid, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:53 to accept the bid from Jensen Rock & Sand, Inc. (without final brooming) in the amount of $19,236.00.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Land Plat/Thesa Ireland:  Terry Ireland was present and asked the council to approve a land plat for land owned by Thesa Ireland.  The matter was tabled due to the absence of the property owner.  A property owner must be present to request approval of any land plat and thus no action can be taken until Mrs. Ireland is present to make the request for approval.  

B.  Kadoka Nursing Home:  The Kadoka Nursing Home has secured all funding for the installation of the fire sprinkler system, which is mandated by the Federal Government.  Larry Dolezal was present and addressed the council regarding the installation of the 6” dedicated water line which is required for the project.  After discussion of City Ordinances related to the installation of water lines (property owners are responsible for the initial installation) and discussion of estimated costs, it was decided that the Nursing Home will provide specifications for the project at the June Meeting and the City will assemble estimated costs of supplies, labor, etc. for the project.

The City was previously approved for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) in the amount of $145,000.00 to assist the Nursing Home with the installation of the fire sprinkler system.  A number of policies must be approved in order to be in compliance with the terms and conditions of this grant and they are as follows:

(1)  Relocation, Displacement, and Acquisition Plan:  After review, Stolley made Motion 11-05-09:54 to approve the plan.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the plan is available in the finance office for review.

 (2)  Code of Conduct Policy:  After review, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:55 to approve the policy.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the policy is available in the finance office for review.  

(3)  Equal Opportunity Policy Statement:  After review, Willert made Motion 11-05-09:56 to approve the policy statement.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the policy is available in the finance office for review.  

(4)  Resolution Assuring Fair Housing:  After review, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:57 to approve the policy.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the policy is available in the finance office for review. 

(5)  Certification Regarding Restrictions on Lobbying:  After review, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:58 to approve the policy.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the policy is available in the finance office for review. 

(6)  Equal Employment Opportunity Policy:  After review, Stolley made Motion 11-05-09:59 to approve the policy.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the policy is available in the finance office for review.  

(7)  Excessive Force Policy:  After review, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:60 to approve the policy.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the policy is available in the finance office for review. 

Finally, there is a Statement of Local Match which requires the Mayor’s signature, but does not require council action.  A copy of this statement is available in the finance office for review.

C.  Special Events Liquor License Request:  The Kadoka Ambulance and Kadoka Volunteer Fire Department requested a special events liquor license for Friday, June 24, 2011 and Saturday June 25, 2011.  This is for reunion weekend and the Ambulance will sponsor a dance on Friday night and the Volunteer Fire Department will sponsor a dance on Saturday night.  Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:61 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  City Radio License:  The Federal Communications Commission is requiring all radio licenses be converted to “narrowband” operations by January 1, 2013.  The city does have a radio license and previously used hand-held radios for communication purposes.  However, the radios are no longer used by employees.  The initial recommendation was to allow the radio license to expire and not to convert to “narrowband” operations.  However, during the discussion, Jackie Stilwell stated that she had not previously considered whether or not the Kadoka Ambulance radios operates under the city’s license.  No action will be taken until that determination is made.

E.  Street Improvement Bids:  Proposed ads for improvement of two blocks of 7th Street were presented for approval.  One ad is for bids for milling of the road sections and the second ad is for bids for “hot mix” asphalt.  After review, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:62 to approve the ads as presented.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]F.  Annual Generator Maintenance Agreement:  An agreement for the annual maintenance on the generator was received from Interstate Power Systems and was reviewed.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:63 to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

G.  Planning/Zoning Commission Ordinance:  The first reading of an ordinance establishing a planning/zoning commission was held.  The second reading will be held at the June 13, 2011 meeting.



COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  All fire hydrants have been flushed; however, one was damaged and will be repaired.

B.  Streets:  The purchase of additional quantities of pink rock was discussed.  Solon stated that he estimated the cost to be $30.00/ton delivered.  No decision will be made until all street projects are completed and the remaining budget can be reviewed.

C.  Solid Waste:  no report

D.  Liquor:  no report

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Lighting in the auditorium was again discussed.  Mayor Weller stated that he is continuing to pursue options.

F.  Public Safety:  no report

G.  Mayors Report:  The mayor discussed several items, including the condemnation of property process; concerns about deer in the city limits; and the possibility of demolishing certain vacant buildings within the city limits.

Executive Session/Summer Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 11-05-09:64 to go into executive session for summer personnel.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the council went into executive session at 8:30 p.m.  

All visitors and the finance officer were excused from the meeting when the council went into executive session.  The remainder of the meeting minutes was recorded by the council president.  

The council was declared out of executive session at 8:55 p.m.

Stolley made Motion 11-05-09:65 to hire the following individuals for employment at the swimming pool.  Kristin Schmidt (Manager) - $8.50/hour; Emmy Antonsen (Assistant Manager) - $8.00/hour; Kayla Herren (lifeguard) - $7.75/hour; Lesa Perault (lifeguard) - $7.75/hour; Tess Byrd (lifeguard) - $7.25/hour; Brianna Stone (lifeguard) - $7.25/hour; and Lacrisha Doud (lifeguard) - $7.25/hour.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

Word made Motion 11-05-09:66 to require the manager, assistant manager, and all lifeguards to be certified.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

There was no action taken on hiring for the position of field maintenance at the baseball/softball fields.

Willert made Motion 11-05-09:67 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at  9:00 p.m.
