After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 20-06-08:66 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Citizen Input:  Joe Handrahan addressed the council about draining the pond by the old H&H property and putting in a drainage ditch instead. He informed the council that his insurance company considers it a liability. The city council decided that SP&N needed to be contacted and then the council, SP&N, and Joe will all have a meeting at a later date.


OPEN BIDS – GRASSLAND LEASE:

Grassland Lease:  One sealed bid was received for the grassland lease.  The bid received was as follows:   John Kaiser in the amount of $3,029.00 per year for five (5) years. Huffman made Motion 20-06-08:67 to accept the bid as submitted by John Kaiser.  The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  



NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Chris O’Bryan/Mobile Home: Chris O’Bryan would like to bring a single-wide 1976 trailer house to town to place on his lots to use as a rental property. The city council informed him that they have a mobile home ordinance and his trailer house does not meet the age requirement.

B.  Tax Resolution/Tax Forgiveness: A Tax Resolution was passed around for the council to look at.

C.  Special Events License/Kadoka Ambulance and Fire Department: A request by the Kadoka Ambulance and Kadoka Volunteer Fire Department for a special events liquor license for June 26, 2020 and June 27, 2020 was submitted for approval.  This is for reunion weekend.  Stolley made Motion 20-06-08:68 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Huffman.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

D. Special Events License/Buffalo Stampede: A request by the Kadoka Buffalo Stampede for a special events liquor license for June 22, 2020 through June 29, 2020 was submitted for approval.  This is for the PRCA rodeo that will be during the week of reunion weekend.  Olney made Motion 20-06-08:69 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

E.  First Reading of Kadoka Ordinance 2020-1: The first reading of Kadoka Ordinance 2020-1 was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting on July 13, 2020.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Joel Johnson with C.E.S. Code Enforcement Specials, LLC has completed his assessment of Kadoka. Letters will be going out.

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins informed the council that he has flushed the fire hydrants around town. Nathan asked the council if he could place metal billiard posts around three different fire hydrants to protect them from getting hit. The council agreed to let Nathan place the metal billiards around the fire hydrants. 

The sewer line out to Discount Fuel is still plugging up. Discussion was held on the solution to fix the issue. The council decided to have SP&N come and look at the sewer line since it runs under Hwy 73 and will require the line to possible be bored in. 

C.  Streets:  Patrick Solon stated that he has been in touch with the City of Philip and they should be coming this week to start spraying for mosquitoes.

The signing project with Bros Engineering is proceeding.  

Simons will be coming in July to pave Bayberry Street. 

D.  Solid Waste:  The transfer station and rubble site passed the State inspection. 
	
E.  Liquor:  The bar is back to normal hours. Jackie Stilwell stated that the tent for Reunion Weekend will be here on Wednesday instead of Thursday like in the past. She has been working on getting things ready for Reunion Weekend. 

F.  Auditorium/Park: An application was received from Shawna Bendt for obtaining a key fob for the auditorium.  After review, Stout made Motion 20-06-08:70 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

Colby Shuck informed the council that the pump in the kiddie pool had to be replaced. The electricity has been plumbed in and moved where it was needed. The pool deck will need some work in the future. Colby also would like to look at ordering a pool cover for the winter to keep varmints out of the pool to protect the new pool liner.

H.  Mayor’s Report:  No report  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (2) / Personnel & Legal:  Stolley made Motion 20-06-08:71 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:54 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:15 p.m.  

Stolley made Motion 20-06-08:72 to authorize Rusty Olney to negotiate a deal on a building and authorize him to enter into a purchase agreement to bring back to the city council for approval.  The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Willert made Motion 20-06-08:73 to hire the following individual as the t-ball summer coach: Jamie Koehn at a salary of $1,700.00 plus mileage and to hire the following individuals as the summer baseball coaches: Chris Byrd and Brady Sudbeck to split a salary of $1,700.00 plus mileage.  The motion was seconded by Huffman.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Huffman made Motion 20-06-08:74 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Olney, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:20 pm.
