NEW BUSINESS:

A. Finance Office: Designs for the drop box at the Finance Office was presented. It was decided to get quotes for putting in the new drop box. There will be an open house on Saturday of Reunion from 10 am to 12 pm.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Letters have been sent out for mowing and junk vehicles. Discussion was held on the properties to be demolished. 

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins informed the council that the smoke test had been concluded. They found some open vents and floor drains at Fromm’s Hardware, which should take care of the sewer smell. Peter’s Excavation has started on the Water Project.

C.  Streets:  Patrick Solon informed the council that three culverts have been put in. Another one will be going in on Popular Street as soon as the one call is placed. Patrick will continue to put in culverts around town. Discussion was held on graveling more streets. The council advised Patrick to order 10 more loads of gravel. 

The Surplus Items are on Purple Wave with the sale ending June 18, 2019. 

Discussion was held on hiring a Survey company to come in and survey the Riggins Property. Huffman made Motion 19-06-11:83 to have a survey company come in and survey the Riggins Property. The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

The Street Project will start on the week of July 8th with the milling and paving to commence the week of July 15.

D.  Solid Waste:  The spikes have been ordered for the cones for the airport runway.
	
E.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell informed the council that the new freezer and t-shirts have arrived. She is working on preparations for Reunion Weekend. She plans to have a corn hole tournament on July 5th. Next Wednesday June 19, there will be a rocky mountain oyster and fish fry at the bar. Quotes were presented for the South Wall. Huffman made Motion 19-06-11:84 to go with option A. The motion was seconded by Olney.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

F.  Auditorium/Park: The sand filter is out at the pool; Colby is working on getting a new one delivered this week.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

H.  Mayor’s Report: There will be a special meeting for discussing the budget on July 22, 2019 at 7:00 p.m.
