Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council. 

Malt Beverage Hearing:  Mayor Weller opened the public hearing on the applications from Kadoka Gas & Go, Pocketful of Posies, and Club 27 for a retail on-off sale malt beverage licenses.  There was no one present to give their opinions regarding the application.  Stolley made Motion 18-06-11:72 to approve the applications as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Code Enforcement Officer: Peggy Eckert was present to address the City Council on how her training for Code Enforcement went in Pierre. Peggy informed the council that mowing letters will be going out sometime this week. 

B.  Demo & Property Agreement: Discussion was held on having a Demo & Property Agreement like Philip Charities have. It was decided that Alvin Pahlke will draw up a Demo & Property Agreement for Kadoka following the format that Philip Charities use.

C. Ordinances: John Coppock from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District (CSDED) was present to discuss having a special meeting sometime in July for finalizing the remaining Ordinance. 

D. Riggins Property: Discussion was held to go into Executive Session. Word made Motion 18-06-11:73 to go into executive session to discuss legal matters. The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes. The council went into executive session at 7:38 p.m. The council was declared out of executive session at 8:00 p.m. 

Word made Motion 18-06-11:74 to have Alvin Pahlke with the approval of the City Council to draw up a legal letter and sign it. Pahlke will present it to Forrest Davis who will go through the proper channels to have the letter served. The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Stolley informed the City Council that she had applied for a grant from West River Lyman Jones, for the Gropper Line Project. 

B.  Streets:  Discussion was held on spraying for mosquitoes before Reunion Weekend. Patrick informed the Council that loads of gravel was being delivered and placed on streets.

C.  Solid Waste:  No report was issued.

D.  Liquor:  The bar is gearing up for Reunion Weekend. Jackie informed the council that the tin for the front of the awning has arrived and will be put up in the next few days. She also stated that the bar would be having a Corn Hole Tournament on July 7, 2018. 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Pool renovation has been completed. Discussion was held on placing a security system at the park. More information will be presented at the next meeting.  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  It was decided that the July meeting will be postponed from July 9, 2018 to July 16, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. There will be a special meeting for discussing the budget on July 30, 2018 at 5:30 p.m.
