KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
JUNE 12, 2017
7:00 P. M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kade Bonenberger; Eileen Stolley; John Word; Cory Lurz and Lenny Sanftner.  Member absent:  Ryan Willert.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Latasha Buchholz; Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; Robyn Jones; and Nathan Riggins.  Rusty Olney arrived at the meeting at 7:05 pm and Jim Jones arrived at the meeting at 7:18 pm. 

Mayor Weller asked that the agenda be amended to reflect the Oath of Office being administered to Lenny Sanftner after the agenda is adopted.  Stolley made Motion 17-06-12:96 to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Mayor Harry Weller administered the Oath of Office to council member Lenny Sanftner.

Word made Motion 17-06-12:97 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of May 8, 2017 and the special meetings of May 17, 2017 and May 23, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review, Bonenberger made Motion 17-06-12:98 to approve all bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of May was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 17-06-12:99 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  Jackie Stilwell updated the council on the Ride Across South Dakota (RASDAK), which was in Kadoka on June 6, 2017.  There were approx. 185 riders.  KCBA provided the evening meal in the park that evening and activities were held downtown after the meal.  Approximately $1,200.00 in donations was received and KCBA is holding those funds in a separate account.  

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Economic Development:  Rusty Olney was present on behalf of the economic development corporation.  He advised the council the organization is in the process of obtaining the Standing Bear property located on Main Street.  The county has agreed to waive the back taxes on the property.  Mr. Olney stated that he will request that the council approve demolition funds, once he has received quotes related to the cost of demolition of the property. 

B.  Street Closure:  The notice to vacate the streets will be prepared and published for two consecutive weeks, with the public hearing scheduled for a date not less than 10 days after the final publication date.

C.  Building Permit/Ted Hicks:  A building permit from Ted Hicks was presented for approval.  After review, Bonenberger made Motion 17-06-12:100 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Interim Audit:  The council was advised that an interim audit will be conducted during the month of August, prior to the retirement of the Finance Officer.  The information for this interim audit will be included in the city’s two year audit for the years of 2016 and 2017.
    
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Hydro Klean has begun to clean and televise a portion of the city’s sewer lines.  The city was awarded a grant from the West River Water Development District to assist with funding this project.  A proposal was presented to clean and televise an additional 4,200 ft. of lines.  After discussion, Word made Motion 17-06-12:101 to accept the proposal from Hydro Klean.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Streets:  The target date for the street department is mid-July.  Discussion was held on the possibility of advertising for bids for a local contractor to provide backhoe services in the case of an emergency in the street, water or sewer departments.  This bid would be an hourly backhoe rate and an hourly man hour rate.  More information on this proposal will be completed and presented at the next council meeting.

There was discussion held on the installation of additional street lighting in three (3) locations.  These locations are:  1.  Bayberry Street between the Moro Residence and the Holzkamp residence; 2.  the northeast corner of the park (by the horseshoe pit) facing south; and 3.  the southeast corner of the park on 7th Avenue (near the Maye Alma Stout residence).  After discussion, Lurz made Motion 17-06-12:102 to install these three street lights.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Solid Waste:  Ricer Corporation has completed the work on the iron pile.  Discussion was held on disposal of tires.  It will cost $230.00/ton to dispose of the tires at the landfill and it is estimated that the total cost will be between $1,000.00 and $1,200.00.  

D.  Liquor:  An application from Laura Van Oudenaren was received for a part time bartender position.  Word made Motion 17-06-12:103 to hire this applicant for the position at a salary of $9.00/hour.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The museum is being cleaned and it is hoped that it will be open for reunion weekend and that volunteers will be able to have it opened at least a few nights each week during the summer.  The pool is opened for the summer.  Word made Motion 17-06-12:104 to authorize Colby Shuck to hire Teresa Shuck at a salary of $8.65/hour as a temporary substitute lifeguard during the summer, for the occasional time when the pool needs an additional employee to ensure that the pool can be opened.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Bonenberger made Motion 17-06-05:105 to increase all workers’ salaries that are currently at $8.55/hour to $8.65/hour to reflect an increase in the state minimum wage.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  Davis advised the council that he will be on vacation July 10, 2017 through July 23, 2017.  The sheriff will cover the city during this time.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The first draft of the 2018 budget will be sent out to all members as soon as it is completed.  The date for a special meeting to review the proposed budget was set for 5:30 p.m. on August 7, 2017.  The mayor stated that he will be out of town June 14, 2017 through June 21, 2017.   

Lurz made Motion 17-06-12:106 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
