After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 17-07-10:111 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Public Hearing/Request to close Locust Street by the Kadoka School: A public hearing was held to consider the request from Kadoka Area School to close a portion of Locust Street. No one was present to oppose this request. Willert made Motion 17-07-10:112 to approve Kadoka School’s request to close and vacate the portion of Locust Street, between Main Street and 6th Avenue and to adopt Resolution 2017-1R. The motion was seconded by Lurz. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present.


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Authorize Signers/Bank Accounts: Bonenberger made Motion 17-07-10:113, effective August 1, 2017, to remove Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer as an authorized signer from all city accounts and to add LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer as an authorized signer on all city accounts; and to add Ryan Willert as an authorized signer and to remove Brad Jorgensen as an authorized signer from Liquor Fund Certificate of Deposit.   Effective August 1, 2017, the following individuals are the only authorized signers on any and all city accounts:  Harry Weller, Mayor; Ryan Willert, Council President; and LaTasha Buchholz, Finance Officer.  The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

B.  Rusty Olney/Live Stock: Rusty Olney was present to address his concerns about Live Stock at large in the city limits. He wanted it brought to the Council’s attention so when they reviewed the City’s Ordinances that the City Council would maybe take into consideration animal units per acre.
    
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Hydro Klean will be back sometime this week to finish up work on the sewer lines.

B.  Streets:  The milling work will be done on July 24, 2017 for the street project. Hills Material will start paving on July 26, 2017 through July 27, 2017. Discussion was held about renting a walk-behind saw to help cut the streets during the street project. 

C.  Solid Waste:  No word has been heard from the tire company out of North Dakota, Lurz said he would try calling them again. Discussion was held about the dump being closed on August 5, 2017. Will put an ad in the paper to run for three weeks, and will make notices to put up at the dump. 

D.  Liquor:  Jackie reported that Reunion weekend was a success. She also informed the council that there will be entertainment at the bar on July 15, 2017 in the form of comedian Talon Sauserman. Discussion was held about purchasing a new and bigger Ipad for the bar system. Word made Motion 17-07-10:114 to authorize Jackie to purchase the Ipad. Bonenberger seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken: Willert no, Lurz no, Word yes, Bonenberger yes; motion failed.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Work has started on the Auditorium floor and the Auditorium will be closed for several weeks for the work to be completed.

F.  Public Safety:  No Report

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The 2017 Elected Officials Workshop will be held on July 19, 2017. A complaint was received from a resident about an excessive amount of garbage being stored in a garage. Follow up action will be taken at a later date. Lurz made Motion 17-07-10:115 to waive the ruble site fee for cleaning up abounded junk structures within the city limits. The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken: Lurz yes, Willert no, Word no, Bonenberger no; motion failed. Discussion was held about spraying for mosquitoes and using the grant money that was awarded for mosquito spraying.

Lurz made Motion 17-07-10:116 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
