The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of June was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 20-07-13:80 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  Kevin Wenzel addressed the council about the Code Enforcement letter he received in the mail. The council informed Kevin Wenzel that they would like to see a fence placed all the way around the tow yard. The council also asked Kevin if he would move the wrecked semi’s and trailer behind the fence. 


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Rich and Colleen Hildebrand Plat Map: Rich and Colleen presented the city council with a plat map that they would like to have approved. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 20-07-13:81 to approve the plat map as summited. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Tax Resolution/Tax Forgiveness: Tax Resolution 2020-1 was presented to the council. Discussion was held on how housing incentive plan would work, and how the tax would be paid back to the individual who meets the housing incentive plan guidelines. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 20-07-13:82 to approve Tax Resolution 2020-1R. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Tanner Jones/Emma Luterbach Wedding: A request from Tanner Jones and Emma Luterbach was presented to the council; they would like to hold their wedding reception in the Auditorium on September 19, 2020. Following discussion, Stout made Motion 20-07-13:83 to have Tanner Jones/Emma Luterbach Wedding Reception at the Auditorium with the city providing the bar. The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D. CRF Resolution 2020-R2: The CRF Resolution 2020-R2 was presented to the council. The State of South Dakota has received federal funds from the CARES Act. This resolution allows the City of Kadoka to use the allocated money from the CARES Act for costs associated with COVID-19. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 20-07-13-84 to approve the CRF Resolution 2020-R2. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

E.  Second Reading of Kadoka City Ordinance 2020-1: The second reading of Kadoka City Ordinances 2020-1.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Willert made Motion 20-07-13:85 to approve Kadoka City Ordinance 2020-1.  The motion was seconded by Huffman.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: All code enforcement letters have been mailed. 

The Economic Development council approved Edna Kary’s agreement to demolish property. The paper work will now need to be approved by the City Council. Following discussion, Olney made Motion 20-07-13:86 to approve Edna Kary’s agreement to property demolition plan. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

A revised building permit was presented for the council’s approval. The building permit will be available at the Finance Office. After making some changes on the building permit, Huffman made Motion 20-07-13:87 to approve the building permit with the changes presented. The motion was seconded by Stout. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Water/Sewer:  SP&N will need to be contacted to find out where they are at on the bid specs for the sewer line at Discount Fuel.

C.  Streets:  Patrick Solon stated that milling will start on July 20, 2020 on Bayberry Street, asphalting to follow the next week. Patrick informed the council that he will need to purchase more culverts and some more gravel. Discussion was held on plans for future road projects. 

D.  Solid Waste:  The transfer station has been leaking during heavy rain fall, will need to check to make sure the downspouts are draining.
	
E.  Liquor:  Olney stated that Reunion Weekend went well. The bar will be renting a new POS system; it should be here by Friday. The bar needs a new water heater. Jackie will order one from Philip Hardware and then find someone to install it.  

F.  Auditorium/Park: The softball sprinkler system may need to be replaced. Discussion was held on a grant from Game Fish and Parks to help update the pool. 

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.   

H.  Mayor’s Report:  The 2020 Elected Officials Workshop will be held on September 2, 2020.  


Olney made Motion 20-07-13:88 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Stout, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:47 pm.
