Mayor Weller asked the agenda to be amended with Building Renovation Costs under the Mayor’s Report. Word made Motion 18-07-16:77 to approve the agenda with the amendment.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Willert made Motion 18-07-16:78 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of June 11, 2018.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

A.  Maria Venard Philip Health Service/Kadoka Clinic: Maria Venard addressed the council with a request for signage for the clinic. Discussion was held on where the signs could go. The council agreed on the signs and would look into placement. Maria also asked about snow removal at the Kadoka Clinic. Lynn Herber talked about how it goes now, and how the Clinic contracted snow removal last year. Discussion was held on having Patrick come by around 7:30 am and hit the Clinic Street before the Clinic is open. Maria requested to go into executive session to discuss some legal matters. Word made Motion 18-07-16:81 to go into executive session to discuss legal matters.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 7:19 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 7:42 p.m.

D. Beer and Wine License/Dollar General: Discussion was held on allowing Dollar General to obtain a beer and wine license. 

E. H&H Property: Peggy Eckert was present to give an update on the cleanup of the H&H Property.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Mayor Weller informed the council that there is a leak over by Tony Gould’s and that the City is waiting on an 811 locate to start repairing the leak.

B.  Streets:  All the gravel has been hauled and is being placed on Streets. Mosquito spraying has been done two times and will hopefully be done a third time this week. 

C.  Solid Waste:  No report was issued.

D.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell reported to the council that the bar made it through Reunion Weekend. She informed the council that SwiftTech had been over to fix some lights and outlets at the bar. Bryan Fromm also fixed the faucets in the bathroom. Jackie asked if the council would consider approving a part time bartender to work two to three days a month. 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Admissions at the pool has been high this year. The concrete work is finished at the Auditorium. 

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The 2018 Elected Officials Workshop will be held on July 18, 2018.
A handout was given on the renovation costs for the building on Main Street.
