Citizen Input:  Mike Groven was present to address the council on the City’s waterway that runs behind his house. 


NEW BUSINESS:

A. Jo Livermont/Mobile Home: Jo Livermont addressed the council about bringing in a 1996 series Mobile Home. She would like to sell her camper and place a more permanent structure for her daughter Lilly. The council informed Jo Livermont that the City has a Mobile Home Ordinance and it states that the Mobile Homes shall have been manufactured within the past fifteen years. The council stated that since this is the first Mobile Home request since the ordinance has been established. The council decided to uphold the 15 year mark.

B.  Building Permit/Arnold Lund: A building permit from Arnold Lund was presented for approval.  After review, Olney made Motion 19-07-08:92 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stout.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: Letters have been sent out for mowing and junk vehicles. Discussion was held on other letters that still need to go out. The rate for mowing people’s lawns after seven days after the letters have gone out will be $100 per hour. 

B.  Water/Sewer:  A complaint was issued about not contacting the land owner when work was done on a meter pit. Discussion was held on rural water lines and what regulations should be placed on them, it was decided to contact Central South Dakota Enhancement District about this issue. 

C.  Streets:  A quote was presented from RDO for a grapple fork for the loader. RDO would also have to come get the loader to add the attachments for the grapple fork. After discussion, Huffman made Motion 19-07-08:93 to authorize Patrick Solon to contact RDO; and have RDO take the loader to their shop and purchase the grapple forks for it. The motion was seconded by Olney. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The equipment that was listed on Purple Wave has been sold. 

The survey company has surveyed the Riggins Property. Discussion was held on where the road should run, and if it should be turned into a one way street. It was decided to invite the Riggins to the next meeting to discuss the survey results with them.

The Street Project will be starting in the next few weeks, Patrick Solon asked if he could purchase a street saw to help cut up the asphalt. Huffman made Motion 19-07-08:94 to allow Patrick Solon to purchase the street saw. The motion was seconded by Willert. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Solid Waste:  The markers have been placed at the airport, they look really nice. 
	
E.  Liquor:  The fish fry and testicle festival went well. Reunion weekend was up from last year. The South Wall has been framed and will be finished by the end of next week. The lights in the office are also being fixed. 

F.  Auditorium/Park: The contract for the Kadoka Area School was presented. After discussion, Willert made Motion 19-07-08:95 to approve the three year contract with the school. The motion was seconded by Stolley. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

The swimming pool incident during Reunion Weekend has been resolved.

G.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

H.  Mayor’s Report: The 2019 Elected Officials Workshop will be held on July 17, 2019.

The Jackson County Emergency Management application was distributed to the City Council members.

Olney made Motion 19-07-08:96 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
