REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:15 p.m. with the following members present:  Brad Jorgensen; Colby Shuck; Arne Lund; Ryan Willert; and John Word.  Council member Lenny Sanftner arrived at 7:25 p.m.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Nathan Riggins; Robyn Jones; Rich Bendt; and Patrick Solon.  

Shuck made Motion 15-08-10:91 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of July 13, 2015 and the special meeting of July 27, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  Jorgensen made Motion 15-08-10:92 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of July was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 15-08-10:93 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  Rich Bendt was present and thanked the council for the funding that was used for repairs at the baseball field.  He invited everyone to stop out and see the improvements that were made.  He then stated that the sprinkler heads in the outfield need to be repaired and/or replaced and they would like to install new sprinklers in the infield.  He also stated that at some time in the future, they would like to sod the infield.  The estimated cost for the sprinkler project would be approximately $4,500.00 and he asked if the council would consider putting this project in the 2016 budget.


OPEN BIDS – CHESTNUT STREET SEWER PROJECT:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The only bid received on the sewer project was from West River Excavation and it was in the amount of $73,979.72.  There was a lengthy discussion on the project and the council stated that they would like to get additional information from a representative of West River Excavation.  Sauntee Coller was contacted and he stated that he would come to the meeting to answer any questions.  He arrived at the meeting at 7:50 p.m.  Further discussion was held, with Mr. Coller providing additional information on the project.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Shuck made Motion 15-08-10:94 to accept the bid as submitted by West River Excavation.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

  
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Annual Generator Maintenance Agreement/Interstate Power Systems:  An agreement for the annual maintenance on the generator was received from Interstate Power Systems and was reviewed.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 15-08-10:95 to approve the agreement.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.   
  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  A quote for the installation of a new pump at the lagoons was presented to the council for review.  The quote is from Dakota Pump and Control and is in the amount of $5,417.00.  The installation would take place in September.  After review and discussion, Willert made Motion 15-08-10:96 to approve the quote from Dakota Pump and Control.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.      

B.  Streets:  Bituminous Paving, Inc. will not be here until after Labor Day to complete the street project and repairs.  The project bid stated that the project was to be completed by August 14, 2015.   A penalty of $100.00 per day will be assessed for each day past August 14, 2015 that the project remains incomplete.  Solon also stated that he may need to hire a backhoe to assist with the project. 

C.  Solid Waste:  Black Hills Doors was here to repair the east door of the transfer station.  Also, the motor on the basement door is failing and that will need to be repaired in the near future.  
	
D.  Liquor:  Shuck stated that he had contacted Kade Bonenberger about building a new trash receptacle at the bar.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Willert stated that he had discussed the idea of constructing a gazebo at the museum utilizing funds from the Florence Hogen Memorial with members of the Hogen family.  They were very supportive of the idea.  The swimming pool will close at the end of the day on Wednesday, August 12, 2015.    
 
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  Discussion was held on ordering the new police vehicle and the need to do so as soon as possible to get the vehicle under this year’s state bid price.  Sanftner made Motion 15-08-10:97 to authorize Police Chief Davis to order the vehicle now.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The second draft of the 2016 budget was reviewed.  There were no additional changes to be made to the budget as presented.  The mayor directed the finance officer to prepare the final budget ordinance and present it for approval at the September meeting.  
    
Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Shuck made Motion 15-08-10:98 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Finance Officer Patty Ulmen went into executive session at 8:30 p.m.  Mrs. Ulmen left the meeting at 8:45.  The council was declared out of executive session at 10:45 p.m.  No action taken.

Lund made Motion 15-08-10:99 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 10:46 p.m.
