The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of July was distributed.  After a review of the information, Olney made Motion 20-08-10:95 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Grillo.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.


City of Kadoka Financial Statement as of 7-31-20:

Revenue:  General Fund - $38,915.43; 3 B’s Fund - $1,398.91; Liquor Fund - $40,337.94; Water Fund - $15,330.18; Sewer Fund - $4,174.89; Solid Waste Fund - $4,763.16.

Expense:  General Fund - $47,801.70; 3B’s Fund - $6,881.37; Liquor Fund - $37,085.90; Water Fund - $9,570.95; Sewer Fund - $2,736.03; Solid Waste Fund - $2,368.36.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.


NEW BUSINESS:

A.  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to previous year’s premiums.  Olney made Motion 20-08-10:96 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Central Enhancement District: David Reiss from South Dakota Central Enhancement District addressed the council with funding for the CRF funding act. Discussion was held on what would be reimbursed back to the cities under the CRF funding act.
 
C.  SP&N: Jeff McCormick of SP&N and David Reiss discussed funding options for the Sewer Project by Discount Fuel. Discussion was held on what was needed to be placed on the State Water Plan, so that the City of Kadoka would be eligible for grants and better funding options. Following discussion, it was decided for Jeff McCormick to finalize plans for the Sewer Project and get that project underway.

D. The Economic Development council approved Rikki Bettelyoun’s agreement to demolish property. The paper work will now need to be approved by the City Council. Following discussion, Stolley made Motion 20-08-10:97 to approve Rikki Bettelyoun’s agreement to property demolition plan. The motion was seconded by Grillo. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: The Code Enforcer was in town and gave the city council members an updated list. New letters will be going out shortly.

B.  Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins informed the council that the lagoon pump seal has been acting up. He would like to call the company and have them fix the seal; the council was in agreement of this. 

C.  Streets:  The milling and asphalt project has been completed. Patrick Solon asked about culvert installation. The city council decided that the city will install 20ft culverts. Should a homeowner like a larger culvert installed. The homeowner will pay for the extra footage and the added cost of installation. 

D.  Solid Waste:  Grillo informed the council that he will be looking for a new scale and possible replacing the doors and windows out to the office of the Transfer Station.
	
E.  Liquor:  Jackie Stilwell informed the council that the bar has been busy with summer traffic including rally traffic. She will be ordering a new water heater and will have to hire someone to install it. The new POS system is up and running.   

F.  Auditorium/Park: Billie Jo will be getting quotes to fix the lights in the Annex. 

G.  Public Safety:  No report.   

H.  Mayor’s Report:  The 2020 Elected Officials Workshop will be held on September 2, 2020.
